DECLARE BONES TO BE

"0E- PERSON HOT LESS

11 25 YEARS 0L0
The trump card in the defense of the

two Hindus charged with the murder
of a Mexican boy was
played yesterday when three physicians
testified that in their opinion the bone
found In an irrigating ditch on the
ranch of one of the defendants and de-

clared to be parts of the skeleton of
the missing boy, are bones of a person
at least 25 years old.

The physicians declared that ossifi-
cation of the bones was complete and
that this does not take place until the
twenty-fift- h year. The whitish sub
stance on the bones, Dr. W. W. Watkins
testified, had the appearance of being
soap which might have bee.i formed by
action of the bodily fats.

Yesterday was the first day of the
defense in the trial of Mahr Singh and
Harnam Singh, charged with the mur-
der of Reuben Cervantes. Tho trial
already has lasted a week.

Dr. Wyn Wylie, the first physician to
testify, stated that the bones in evi-
dence had not been boiled, treated with
acid or burnel. Had the body been boiled
in lye, he said, the bones would have
been destroyed as well as the flesh.
The body from which these bones came
hacl been dead at least two years, he
said, because a body does not skeleton-
ize in less time, he declared, and gen-
erally takes from .5 tj 10 years. The
flesh, he said, would not leave the bones
in nine --months. Dr. Wylie stated he- -

was positive the bones were not from
the body of a boy because
of the complete ossification which had
taken place in the joints and rib ends.

Dr. Watkins, the second physician to
testify, stated he was also positive the
bones were those of a person more than
23 years old. Dr. A. M. Tuthill declared
the Iwnes to be from a person at least
30 years old.

The trial will be continued thia
morning.

The first installment of the assess-
ment recently voted for by the Salt
River Valley Water L'sers' association
for tho enlargement of the Ka'stern
canal will be levied September 7, ac-
cording to an announcement made yes-
terday by F. C. Henshaw, necrotary of
the association.
