BRITAIN PAYING

aUBaIDY T0 HER
HOME BUILDERS

By Milton Bronner,

LONDON, Sept. 25— Build a little
house and draw a subsidy from the
treasury of John Bull

This is the hearty
tended by the British government not
only to men of modest means who
may be thinking of owning their own
homes, hut to building contractors who
may want encouragefhment to construct
rows of houses at rentals within the
means of people of modest wages,

The whole subsidy plan has
placed under the control of the min-
istry of health. Thizs may, at [first
sight, seem strange But the logical
Britisher says that decent housing of
the people is one of the first requisites
of good health. Hence an act of par-
liament which provided that
should be made to all persons con-
structing houses within 12 months af-
ter December 1919,

Subsidy Terms

The terms of the subsidy are:

The builder of a house containing
one living room and two bedrooms and
comprising wot less than 700 feet of
floor area, will get a subsidy of 230
pounds sterling, which &t present Is
about $320.

The builder of a house containing a
living rvom and three bedrooms and
comprising not less than 780 feet of
floor gpace will get $360.

The huilder of a house containing a
living room, o parior and three or four
bedrooms and having not less than 520
feet of floor area, will get $1040.

No subsidy will be given to the
builder of a house with more than four
bedrooms or which has a superficial
floor area in excess of 1400 feet,

In order to be eligible for the sub-
sidies the bullder must present his
plans to thé local government authori-
ties. If they conform to the rules laid
down by the ministry of health, the
prospective owner then gets Certificate
A. When the house is finished, it {s in-
spected by the local governmental
authoritiesgand, if found to comply
with all requirements, Certificate B is
jssued. Then the owner sends both
certificates to the ministry of health
and gets his check for the amount of
subsidy to which he is entitied.

No Slum Danger

As the whole scheme is designed to
encourage peopla to build fit houses in
this time of housing famine, the gov-
ernment makes certain requirements
which are apt to do away with the
danger of slums.

The parllamentary act permits the
ministry of health to expend the sum
of 15000000 pounds sterling in the
form of Jiousing subsidies. At the
present te of exchange this is about
$60.000,000.

Up to the present time 17,591 cer-
tificates have been issued, showing
that the holders are entitled to subsi-
dies.
