He
ndded that many of the "black and
tans" were exironvlcts and other
desperado..

"The English are pursuing a policy
of oppression and assassination, he
continued, "and making no effort to
bring to book the guilty, among the
military forces, of lawlessness.

The British policy regarding restitu-
tion for property destroyed by the mili
tary is to Impose assessments upon
the citizens of the communities whre

iolence has occurred, the witness said.
He added that Sir Arthur Griffith had
told him that In September there were
about 150,000 troops In Ireland and he
estimated the number of police killed
within the last few years at about 120.

Executive Council Of A. F.
Of L. Decides To Oppose
Efforts Of Radicals To
Gain Executive Offices .

WASHINGTON, Nov. 19. The ex

ecutive council of the American Feder-
ation of Labor concluded its work to
night without making any formal an
nouncement as to what had been ac-
complished during its two weeks of
discussion.

Although members of the council, in-
cluding President Gompers of the fed-
eration, were disinclined to talk of pro-
ceedings in the executive sessions, it is
known that certain programs were dis-
cussed which by common consent will
practically become policies of the or-

ganization. Thesj include what waa
described as a healthy stand against
radicalism within organized labor and
for sharp restriction of Immigration. 1

There was also an almost unani-
mous agreement among the labor
heads, it is understood, for closer co-

operation between labor and Industrial
engineers. In this labor leaders be-

lieved they were accomplishing the
dual purpose of eliminating waste ana
inefficiency and creating an atmo-
sphere which would "foster greater
production. The council was said to

ave made plain in its discussion its
realization of world oeeds in this re- -
pect and members of the council held

that labor's conduct should be such
f.hat no blame for low output could at-
tach to the workers.

It was said that council members had
Planned a series of conferences with
industrial experts looking to gradual
establishment of a which
many deem invaluable. Some such
conferences have been held during the.
last year, including that with Herbert
Hoover, former food admlnstrator, who
met here with the council early this
week. Mr. Gompers was represented
as being highly pleased with the re
sults of the Hoover and other confer
ences and having expressed a desire to
continue them.

Building Construction
Prices Show Sharp De--

' cline Since Active Fight
Started Against Combine

NEW YORK, Nov. 19. Disintegra-

tion of the contractor-dealer-lab- or

combines forming New York's alleged
"building trust" has begun and
prices of construction materials have
dropped since" active warfare against
these interests was opened, it was re-
vealed today by witnesses before the
joint legislative committee conduct-
ing the investigation.

Increased productivity of labor also
has been apparent since the Investi-
gating committee began exposing one
scandal after another and the grand
jury started returning indictments,
employers testified.

Mingled with these developments
came evidence to show excessive country--

wide control of production and
prices in marble, cement, limestone
and other trades. National associa-
tions are throttling these industries. It
was alleged.

More than a year ago, Samuel er,

counsel for the investigating
committee, declared that if given an
opportunity to conduct an Inquiry Into
these "combinations" he could send
prices" tumbling and foday as his ques-
tions brought replies showing his pre
dictions have come true he seemed the
happiest man in the big crowd that
jammed the committee's chambers.

Testimony that the. cement trade of
the entire country is under the abso-
lute control of a national association
and that there is a "very rock bound
agreement" in the granite and mar
ble Industry, was given by Hugh
White, vice president of the. George A.
Fuller Construction company.

He expressed the hope that he might
soon see "competition" in building ma
terials trades and labor. Mr. Unter--
myer added he wanted to release labor
from the thralldom of blackmail."

Proceedings today also brought forth
evidence that a policeman, Stephen
Birmingham, was granted six montha
leave of absence from the police de
partment while he worked under Rob-
ert P. Brindell, preside of the Build-
ing Trades Council, in the "compensa
tion bureau" of the dealers in brick.
cement, sand, marble and other build
ing materials was intimated during
Mr. White's testimony'.

ington, told the American petroleum
institute today that his government
would ' never shame itself .by confis-
cating private property."

He spoke at his own request to "cor-
rect," he said, "statements previously
made at the institute meeting by
Frederic R. Kellogg, counsel for the
Mexican petroleum corporation.

Questioned by Mr. Kellogg as to
whether the provisional Mexican gov-

ernment intended to continue "Car-ranza- 's

confiscatory pcflicy" toward
American oil companies with proper
ties in Mexico. Mr. Fesqueira did not
commit himself as to the future poli-
cy of his government.

When the Mexican reprepenjtativj!
concluded, Mr. Kellogg declared, he
had "failed to answer any of the points
raised by American oil producers with
holdings in Mexico who feel them- -'

selves aggrrieved."
Mr. Pesqueira charged that Ameri-

can' oil interests in many instances
had acquired huge tracts of land by
dealing in a questionable , way with
Mexican government officials. Meth-
ods frequently used in securing oil
concessions, the speaker declared,

'The agreement begins by recording
that the four groups are to have the
complete eupport of their respective
governments and the preamble indi-
cating the attitude of the consortium
towards China records that 'the na
tional groups are of the opinion that
the Interests of the Chinese people, can
in existing circumstances, best be
served by the cooperative action of
the various banking groups, repre
senting the investment interests of
their respective countries in procuring
for the Chinese government the neces
sary capital for a program of economic
reconstruction and improj-e- d communi
cations; and that with these objects in
view the respective national groups are
prepared to participate on qual terms
In such Undertakings as may be called
to assist China in the establishment of
her great public utilities and to these
ends to welcome the cooperation of
Chinese capital. , '

The agreement, thfC language of
which is.largeiy technical, contains the
following provisions: .

''Under article 1, each group is to
determine the composition of its own
unit, the admission of any new na-
tional group being determined by the
member groups, subject to the approval
of their respective governments.

"Article - 2 provides that the loans
to be undertaken by the consortium
shall be only of a public character;
that Is to eay, the consortium does not
plan to invade the field of private In-
itiative, but to confine itself to loans
involving public issues made to or on
behalf of the republic of China or to
loans guaranteed by the government or
by any one of the provincial govern-
ments. Concessions upon which sub-
stantial progress has already been
made, need not necessarily come within
the scope of the consortium.'

"Article S and 4 'provide for complete
equality among the groups in all busi-
ness undertaken by the consortium and
reserves freedom to each group to de
cline to "participate In any business
which it does not desire to undertake.

Article 5 provides that, so far as
nossible. the parties to any operation
shall not be jointly liable, each of the
groups undertaking to liquidate it
own engagements.

"Lnder articles 6 and 7, any group
not desiring to make an issue in its
own market may request the other
groups to include its snare m tneir
own issut.

"By article 8, the duration of the
consortium is fixed for five years, un
less a majorityvof the parties decided
to terminate it earlier."

HAITIAN MURDER

CHARGES DENIED

PORT AU PRINCE. Nov.. 19. Free
man Lang, former marine, charged with
the murder of nine Haitien soldiers,
again took the stand today in his own
behalf. He denied specifically every
accusation against him. He frankly
admitted, however, killing one bandit
cliief with a machine gun. while at-
tempting to escape. He fired at the
bandit from his own front porch. Lang
testified after four native gendarmes
ha.d taken the stand and declared they
saw him murder several prisoners, thus
bringing the number of victims up to
nine.

Each witness went into details and
described how the nav;ts were ehot.
One witness was confused on the point
aa to whether the pris-e- rs were ehot
while attempting to esc.pe. ,

Just after beginning his testimony
Lang suffered a nervous weeping at-
tack.

A Haitien courier who was called to
the stand described Lang as "very
young, of blonde hair and very beau
tiful."

"The beauty of Lang," the witness
added, "makes a strange contrast with
the act for which he has been re
proached."

Taking the stand after Capt. Patrick
Kelly of the local gendarmes and the
jail sergeant had denied every native
charge regarding wholesale murders,
Lang declared that. he had shot only
one prisoner: "This was a division
bandit chief," he said, "who had been
brought to the jail by a gendarme to
my residence for questioning. The
bandit chief refused to talk and was
ordered d. Ho tried to escape
from the gendarme, who fired twice,
missing him. I quickly got a machine
gun, .firing a spurt of bullets and kill
Ing him instantly. The reported oc-

currence was- told all right."
Answering an Inquiry by Major Jesse

F. Dyer, Judge advocate, as to whether
he applied electric treatment to pris-
oners, Lang admitted putting coins in
a water bucket and offering to give
them to natives if they removed them,
which they attempted to do, while he
Baid other natives turned on a genera
tor, shocking the prisoner..

When asked to explain the volume of
testimony charging him with monstrous
crimes, Lang declared the natives Were
prone to exaggeration.

Chester was brought here today from
near Oconto to be held pending his
return to Kansas City to face a charge
of having shot Miss Barton to death(
sone time ago. a rew nays agp. wnue
being taken from Montana, where he

The views of labor were presented
by George Nlcoll Barnes of the British
deltRation, who gained applause when
he declared that "a g'eneral peace Is
impossible until -- we have Industrial
peace, and Industrial peace is Impos-
sible until labor gets Its full share
of the product of its own effort."

Twice again the admission of for-
mer enemy states lato the league was
advocated. Labor was quoted by Mr.
Barnes as in a large majority demand-
ing It. There now have been repre-
sented In the demands for the admis-
sion of the former enemy states. South
Africa, Great Britain, Switzerland, Ar-
gentina and Scandinavia. It still ap-per- s,

however, tht no one of the delega-
tions is ready to take the initiative of
proposing the election of Germany to
membership- v

Lord Herbert Cecil of the British
delegation has said that he will not do
so. and Honorio Pueyrredon, head of
the Argentine delegation, who has
spoken strongly in favor of Germany
coming1 In, declares that he will not
nominate her. Neither will the Dutch
and Swedish delegations which axe
supposed to be Germany's strongest
supporters, propose her admission to
the league, notwithstanding the fact
that sentiment favorable to her mem
bershkx crops out in every debate.

It la now generally .considered that
yje question lies entirely with a com- -

mittee, as delegates who hesitate to
propose Germany's admission from the
floor of the assembly are quite free
In bringing up the discussion In com
mittee.

Opinion U about evenly divided be
tween the probability of postponing
admission of all former enemy states
until the ryct meeting of the assembly
