Suspicion and distrust,
material selfishness and militaristic
ambition may once more conspire to
disappoint the hopes of the world.

In recognition of the needs of the
hour it has been most appropriately
suggested that the Sunday preceed-ing- "

Armistice day be observed as a
day of special prayer for the Divineblessing on the international confer-
ence, and for the attainment of itsobjects. It has also been requested
by President Harding that special
services bo held in every church
throughout our land at the hour
when the conference convenes, and
the memorial service Is held atWashington.

While paying grateful homage
therefore.'to those who offered their
lives in defense of our country. It isaltogether fitting that we should im-
plore the .help and guidance of the
God of nations to the end that theforthcoming conference may result In
the reaching of a satisfactory agree-
ment, through the prevalence of
mutual trust and good will, for ma-
terial curtailment of existing arma-
ment programs.

Now, therefore, I, Thomas E.
Campbell, governor of the state of
Arizona, by virtue of the authority
vested in me by law, do hereby desi-
gnate Friday, Nov. 11, 1921, as Ar-
mistice day a legal holiday, and do
earnesty urge that the days be marked
by special services to be held at the
hour when the international

DAY

This year, for the first time in his-tory, Arizona will observe Armisticeday as a legal holiday, provision hav-ing been made by the Fifth statelegislature for such recognition of
the day. Such formal acknowledge-
ment of its importance is eminently
appropriate, for the date is a most
significant one in the history of the
world. Through ages yet to come It
will carry its meaning of solemn me-
morial, of joyous triumph, of the
blood-boug- victory of the people of
the earth over the sinister forces ofautocracy and military despotism.
These are meanings of the day which
will always abide.

It breathes a still deeper signifi-
cance this year. This Armistice day
points not only backward to an his-
torical event, but beckons us also up-
ward along the road which civiliza-
tion is traveling, toward the goal of
our common humanity. Its deeper
meaning is one filled with promise,
and in its observance there is em-
bodied the crystalized hope of the
peoples of the world that war shall
"cs no more and their player thatnever again shall our civilization be
called upon to undergo such a cata-
clysm.

That this hope is stronger, more
poignant today than ever before is
most obvious. Three years of read-
justment and reconstruction, wearily
undertaken by a world whose
strength was well-nig- h spent, have
served to convince even the most
skeptical that the world cannot af-
ford war. Too vividly it has been
demonstrated that its cost transcends
human capabilities. Millions starv-
ing, other millions out of work, gov-
ernments tottering on the verge of
bankruptcy and financial ruin, whole
peoples suffering the ravages of dis-
ease while the cancer of anarchy
spreads throughout their land,
these are but a few or the appalling
Items on the bill which War, red and
hideous, has presented to the world.
