“l do mot believe anyone was dia- |
appointed with thes appointment of
Judge Edward J. Flunigan ns uasso-|
clate justice of the supremse court
of Arizonn,” declnred Chief Justice |
Henry D. Ross. principal speaiter at
the banquet toendered the new member
of the state’s highest judigiary at the
Hotel Adams last nizht

“Judge Flauigan comes to the su-
preme bench after devoling many
yeurs to hard study and conscientious
effort in his adopted profession.”
Judge Rosa coutinued, “and 1 predict
for him a splendid record. [ con-
gratulate the governor and the people
upen this appointment and weleome
Judge Flanigan as o membeér ol the
supreme hench.”

Judge Hoss briefly sgketched the
history of jurisprudencd® In Arizouna
since the formation of the territory
by act of congresa signed by Presi-
dent Abroham TLincoln, Feb, 24, 1863,
until the present time. He told of the
convening of the first supreme court
of this tertitory In December, 1805, at
Prescott and the first case peported in
the court the following weur, when
Iavis opposed Bimmons for right of
posscsaion,

Sums up Court's Work

In summing up the work done by
the supreme court in Arizonz, Judme
Ross estimated that spproximately
2463 casen, criminnl and civil, have
been tried, and ealled attention to the
fact that with the exception of the
gapreme court of Wyoming the high
tribunal of this state was operated
at the lowest cost of any similar
caurt In the TUnited Sitates, The
apenker estimnted that the per capita
cost of operating the supreme court
of Ariaona was 7 1-3 cents, while the
superior ocourt of the state is only
costing 8 1-3 centa,

Among the differentinting features
of thg Arizona gupreme court Judge
Ross called attention to the fagpt that
{ts personncl includes the only femi-
nine court reporter and clerk of the
court in the United States and js the
only state suprema court to eliminate
a baili’t,

Judge Flanigan briefly expressed
his appreciation and thanks for the
confldenca which has heen reposed in
him by his appoiniment to the su-
preme bench and pledged hims=elf to
conscientiously endeavor to fulfill all
the precepts of the office.
