Campbell. The meeting will be
presided over by Daniel F. Jantzen,
Principal of the Phoenix Union
High school and an alumnus of the
University of Arizona.

Physicial training in schools was
given the limelight ar the second
day's session of the Arizona State
Teachers' association convention at
the high school yesterday. Practi-
cally every speaker touched upon the
subject and some revolutionary ideas
were brought out.

"Take a lesson from the child,"
Henry S. Curtis, physical education
supervisor from Oberlin. Ohio, ad
vised during his talk at the morning
session on "The Health of a Teacher."
He then cited proved tests to show
that from birth until its sixth year
a child learns more and learns
quicker than at any other, time in
life. He attributed this to the physi-
cal condition of the child at this
period in life and suggested that if
anv of his hearers doubted the vir-
ility and dexterity of a child during
this stage of development they might
try to go through some of the same
physical motions.

"A child six years old walks on an
averaere of 70 miles a week." the
speaker declared, adding that actual
tests bore out the assertion.

Miss Katherine McLaughlin of the
TTniversitv of California created
something of a sensation when she
advocated substituting physical edu-
cation for some qf the subjects now
taugnt in me graue suiiuuib.

Tan Manv Dry Facts
"The child in the grade school is

called upon to learn too many flry
facts which are of no practical bene
fit- - the sneaker declared. ADOUt
one-ha- lf of the geography now taught
could be d soensed with very wen
Tn this connection Miss McLaughlin
mentioned state capitals, boundaries
and other phases of this work now
commonly taught in the grade
schools. She argued for amore in-

tensive tvpe of curriculum with em-
phasis upon the great advantages to
be derived from physical training in
the schools.

MONUMENT TO SEAGULLS.
A report from North Dakota that

seagulls recently appearing in
McLean county had' destroyed grass-
hoppers which threatened to ruin the
crops, calls attention to a smaller in-

cident In Mormon pioneer life in Utah.
Today a notable monument stands

in the Mormon temple grounds in
Salt Lake City In honor of the birds
that saved the early settlers from
threatened starvation in 1S48. It is
a pillar about one hundred feet high
surmounted by a bronze seagull. At
its base are inscriptions detailing
the reason for its erection with
illustrations by Mahonrl Young, the
Utah sculptor.

The first pioneers trekked across
the nLiins into Sail Lake valley in
IS17. Bripham Young stipulated
that there shoulj be intensive culti-

vation of the land. Crops were
sown and the farmers looked for a
bountiful harvest the next year.
Then crickets in huge armies swooped
down upon the crops. The farmers j

tried ti eliminate the pest wunoui
success. Transportation at the time
was difficult und means to obtain
foodstuffs from distant points were
limited. The situation looked critical.

When practically every one had
ur hone of saving anv part of

the crops, the seagulls, termed by old
Mormons as the "messengers trom
heaven." appeared. They did not
touch the grain but warred on the
crickets and in a short time had rid
the fields of the pest. There a,re no
records to show from whence the
birds came.

The seagull is Utah's sacred bird.
It is unlawful to kill it. Many of the
people of this state hold it in affec-
tionate memory and during the sum
mer thousands give of their bread toi
the birds that may be seen in large
numbers at Saltwir. a resort a few j

miles from Salt Lake City on the j

Great Salt Lake. I
