The advantages of national guard
training to young men are many, and
the men are paid by the federal gov-
ernment and by the state, both for by

t armory drill and for annual encamp-
ment. Each company drills for one
and one-ha- lf hours one night each
weak, privates being paid $1. 50 for
this drill, the pay advancing as the
soldier is promoted to the various
grades of officer
and specialist.

Bach year a 15-d- encampment is
held at a regular army post, the
combined federal and state pay for
this duty being $3.50 a day in the
lowest grade, and up to $5.50 for the
higher' grades. In addition to the
pay each soldier, receives clothing,
food, medical attention and transpo-

rtation to and from camp. It is thus
possible to take a vacation with all
expenses paid and a nice pay check
on its completion.

Instruction at armory drill is not will
limited to marching and the manual
of arms, but includes all of the dif-
ferent things a soldier is supposed
to know. . A few of them are: First
aid. personal hygeine, bayonet, gre-
nades, military courtesy, signaling
and guard duty. This instruction is
as far as possible in the limited
time available, the same as is given
a. soldier of the regular army, and is
tinder the supervision ot an officer
and a officer de-
tailed from the army.

The reorganization of the head-
quarters company is of interest to

ce men, as there will be a
number of vacancies in the higher
grades to be filled, and experience
will count greatly. To the younger
men plenty of opportunity will be
give-- to make up for the lack of ex-- 1

perience by study; and any man who
joins now and serves faithfully may
expect promotion, within a reasonably
short time.
