There
Is absolutely no sign of panic or scare
in this citv, and contrary to all re
ports, trains are not crowded with
refugees. In three weeks the railroad
people report that they have carried
out less people than In the same time
in any previous summer.

Mississippi is the worst offender in
the quarantine matter, but some sec-
tions of Louisiana are almost as bad.
Shotgun (jitarant ines have been pub-
licly proclaimed by quite a number of
small towns in Ixith states, and even
Haton Roime, the capital of Louisiana,
has armed guards on trains ami dirt
roads, to prevent, people from entering
the town. Many of the towns have re-

fused to accept mail from the infected
places unless it was fumigated, and
as the government has accepted the
mos'iuito theory In its entirety, no
mail will he fumigated In this or any
other city. This decision is final.
