INTERVIEW SURROUNDED OF LIFE AT

JOINT STATEHOOD IN WYOMING AW BRIDGE

He Gives Some Facts and Appeals to
the People to Cast Their Ballots

For Joint Statehood.

COMPLIMENTS GOOD WORK OF NEW MEXICO'S DELEGATE

Quotes President Roosevelt as Saying If Statehood Is Voted

Down, the Territories Must Remain as Such
For an Indefinite Period.

Hon. Joseph C. Sibley, congressman
from the twenty-eight- h district of
Pennsylvania for nineteen years, one
of the best known and most powerful
atatesme of the east ad a good friend
of New Mexico and Arizona, Is stop-
ping at the Alvarado temporarily
while on a trip west, whither his doc-

tor bas sent him in search of a dry
climate. "Years or open air speaking
has made my throat like a piece of
raw meat, and the doctor says mat I
need some dry air," Is the way that
Mr. Sibley put It while talking to
Senator Andrews and a reporter for
The Evening Citizen this morning.

"I'm on my way west and I Just
stopped off to ste my friend, the
senator Tiere."

At Washington Mr. Sibley Is known
as "Honest Joe Sibley," a non de
plume given him by his colleagues
for good honest service for his con-

stituents, and his make-u- p Is in keep-
ing with all that the phrase Implies.

No one could mistake "Honest Joe
Sibley" for any one else. He la tall,
smooth shaved, ruddy face set with
gray eyes that ere very much In keep-
ing with his reputation for integrity.
A square topped stiff hat and Prince
Albert ccit finish the make-u- p of the
man, who quieted Senator Joseph
Bailey of Texas, so that Albuquerque,
could have a $100,000 government
building and worked hand and glove
with the president and Delegate
drewg bo that the people of New Mex-
ico and Arizona could have a chance
to claim a full suffrage franchise if
they should choose to accept Joint
statehood. '

Hit Interview.
"Is 'his your first visit west?"
"I have been going through your

territory for a great many years."
"Are you going to remain here for

some time?"
"No, only for a day or two having

stopped off on my way to the coast
to see Senator Andrews and some ot
my other friends. On the occasion
of my first visit here twenty or more
years ago, there were I think few It
any buildings on the east side 01 the
railway and in walking about the city
yesterday, I was greatly gratified at
seeing the evidences of substantial
and permanent growth."

"You have been recognized, Mr. Sib-
ley, as one of the ardent friends of
statehood."

Original Statehood Advocate.
"Yes, I think I am one of the earl-

iest friends. When I went to con-
gress la the extra session of 1893 I
became acquainted with your then
delegate, a most estimable gentle-
man. Hojj. Antonio Joseph. He was
good enough to give me a book pub-
lished by the enterprising people of
New Mexico, showing her agricultural
and mineral resources. During that
congress I helped to admit Utah to
the sisterhood of states. Mr. Josepn
was deeply interested In the admis-
sion of New Mexico and his efforts
were incessant among his fellow mem-
bers to porure recognition of the
claims cf New Mexico for admission,
In 'which efforts I heartily and ear-
nestly seconded him.

"It would be somewhat amusing,
if not 90 serious. In witnessing the at-
titude of our democratic friends in
congress today who seek to defeat

. Ktatehooii, by building the hope that
when by iom turn of the political
wheel thtre liall lie n democratic
congress and a democratic adminis-
tration, that then New Mexico and
Arizona will be separately admitted
Hnd those men who make this argu-
ment ioint to the attitude of the
democratic party for the last four
years to show how they have stood
by the interests of these two terri-
tories. I have Hat in congress for
four years as a democrat and when
the democratic party controlled the
house of representatives, there never
was ten per cent of them, nor do I
believe there was five per cent, speak-
ing from my best recollection, who
were not bitterly opposed to state-
hood. We can only Judge' the future
by the pat. At that time, when Mr.
Joseph was the delegate from New
Mexico and the Hon. Marcus A. Smith
was deKgate from Arizona, both men
of ability and both earnest In their ef-lr- ts

for statehood, they will, if can-
did, bemr testimony to the fact thatth democratic party gave them no
recognition, no encouragement, no
support of any kind or character what,
soever. 'And the efforts for statehood

alible or Joint has come through
republican sources and not demo-
cratic. Now that the republican party
is clothed with the responsibility for
legislation, it is somewhat amusing to
find tha democrats in congress oppos-
ing the republican program. When

Favor Separate Statehood.
"Do you believe, Mr. Sibley, that

Hie territories OUght to be joined?"
"Speaking for uivsclf oersomllv I

should haw much preferred to nave
n euch admitted separately. Acting

at. the request tf Senator Andrews
aad either friends, who had larg

i'ie territories, fought to
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assist your delegate, Hon. B. S. Rodey
and together he and I canvassed, 1

think tvery man in the house 01 rep-
resentatives and were able in that
body to secure a majority of the re-
publican membership before the op-
ponents of statehood became aware of
our efforts. I then went to the house
leaders and asked that the bill be con-
sidered and that It should pass with-
out division, assuring them that we
had a majority of the house pledged
to that end. This they seemed inclined
to doubt. I gave them a list of names
and told them they could verify It
for themselves. They did make this
verification and the house of repre-
sentatives passed the bill for state-
hood without a division. In company
your present delegate, Hon. Wk H.
Andrews, I went to Senator Quay of
Pennsylvania and finally elicited his
support of the single statehood prop
osition. There were few bettor fight-
ers or diplomats than Senator Quay.
The opposition, however, of Senator
Beverldge and others of the senate
was such that they were able to pre-
vent its passage through that body.
Before the opening of the next cotv
gress I had a long interview with
Senator Quay. He had canvassed the
situation with his colleagues and told
me that it was an absolute Impossi-
bility in his Judgment to ever pass a
bill admitting separately Arizona and
New Mexico and that conviction con'
firmed by Senator Quay is today the
sincere conviction of every friend ol
these two territories, who has can
vassed the situation and Is familiar
therewith. Mr. Rodey was an ardent
and sincere advocate of single state
hood, but .he camo to recognize its

I impossibility. Senator Andrews can
vassed the house and senate as an
earnest advocate of single statehood
and recognizes the same truth. It
was only by the most earnest strug
gle that the friends of the territories
were able at the. republican caucus
to secure a majority in favor of Joint
statehood and from the opening of
me session tin its close, the fight in
behalf of the admission of the two
territories as a single state was a
fierce one. The large majority of the
opposition are opposed to the admls
sion under any consideration Joint or
otherwise. Mr. Andrews, your dele
gate, one or the ablest, earnest and
most energetic men I know, worked
night and day. At the desire and re
quest of Speaker Cannon. I gave
wnatever time, ability and influence I
possessed in the same directlop.
Speaker Cannon used every honest,
earnest and proper effort for the
same end and the only criticisms ever
made against him as speaker within
the ranks of his own party, the only
attack ever made on him by tnese

republicans since he mounted
the speaker's rostrum were attacks
maue upon him because he sought to
permit Arizona and New Mexico to
avail themselves of the opportunity
to enjoy representative government,
And with such forces operating, we
recognized that there would have been
failure except for the earnest and ra
triotic efforts of our chief exlecutlve,
Theodore Roosevelt. Therefore It
seems to me that all who are familiar
with the situation must recognize two
facts:

"First, that the democratic party
when in power have been by their
record more bitterly opposed to ad-
mission of these two territories upon
any terms than has been the republl
can.

"Second, that the only terms upon
which admission will be secured Is
upon me Joining of the two terrl
tories into one state. The ronublican
party nas done all in their nower In
this direction and many of those who
nave stood wltb us In the past are
sick una urea or the entire proposl
non and it seems to me that your de-- I
termination as expressed by the vote
or your electors on the sixth day of

j November next, will determine this
for many years to come.

President Roosevelt Determined.
"In a conversation with President

Roosevelt a week ago today, in dis-
cussing this matter. I stated the
above as my conviction and he at
once said 'If it fails now, it falls ab-
solutely for the next twenty-fiv- e
years to come. That either they
would come In now or would not come
In within the next twnety-flv- years.'
Those of us who know President
Roosevelt, who loves the west as few
men living east do, who has recog

nized the west as few of his prede-- I

cessors have ever done, must know
that they have no warmer, truer or

INDIAN SCOUTS ARE

Omaha, Neb., Oct. 29. A special
from Sturges, S. IX, says two Indians,
believed to be scouts from the Ute
band now supposed to be encamped
on Powder river in Wyoming, rode
Into Sturges last night and after ask-
ing about the distance to Fort Meade
from town, the time the main body
of the Sixth cavalry left for the tort
and the number of men left there,
disappeared. It was feared that the
Utes contemplated a descent on the
place for the confiscation of supplies,
and the people of the town slept on
their arms. Considerable excitement
still prevails.

FIRST ANNIVERSARY OE

THAT IMPERIAL

Promising Russia Constitu-

tional Government Marked
by Repression.

IN DUAL CELEBRATION
MANIFESTO OMITTED

Warsaw, Oct. 29. Fears are prev-
alent that dlsutrbances will occur to-

morrow, the anniversary of the pub-
lication of the Imperial manifesto giv-
ing a constitution to Russia, These
have led to the adoption of vigorous
measures by the authorities. Strong
detachments of Cossacks and infan-
try will patrol the streets with orders
to suppress the slightest attempts at
any demonstration.

Crowds Must Not Assemble.
' On the eve of the publication of

the Imperial manifesto, giving a con-
stitution to Russia, October 80, 1905,
the prefect of police has caused the
city to be placarded with volumes of
warning to the public that In case of
disorders, demonstrations or even as-

sembling of crowds, an armed force
will be used with all vigor.

Patrols are already on duty in the
suburbs and Louse porters this morn-
ing began a two-day- s special vigil.
The ofticlal announcement in cathe-
drals and churches in honor of a two-
fold anniversary, the escape of the
Imperial family from railroad wreck
at Iiorkl in 188S and the Issuance of
the imperial manifesto, places em-
phasis on the first 'event, and the or-
der to army officers instructing them
to attend service does not even men-
tion the manifesto.

A few minutes after 10 o'clock the
wrecking crew brought from the
water the first car. No bodies were
found in It, but three bodies were
broughte up "with the lifting of the
car from its bed In the mud, which
seems to bear out the theory that
some bodies may have floated out
through the windows.

Caused by Bad Draw.
As details of yesterday's terrible

wreck on the electric line of the West '

Jersey & Seashore railway developed
during the night, the disaster became
more appalling. The total number of
persons instantly killed is probably
sixty-si- x, with nearly a score of in-
jured, several of whom, It Is thought,
will die. Forty-eig- ht bodies have
been brought to the surface.

There were ninety-on- e persons on
the train and twenty-fiv- e have been
accounted for, which with the bodies
recovered, brings the total up to seven-

ty-three. This leaves eighteen un-
accounted for and supposed to have
been drowned. Possibly some of
these floated through the broken win-
dows and were carried out to sea.

The wreck occurred on a draw-
bridge, which spans waterway about
a mile outside of the city. The ac-

cident was directly due to the draw
falling to work properly. A train ot
three cars dashed onto tho trestle at
high speed before the draw was
properly locked. The cars Jumped
the rails and the first two plunged in-

to the water, while tho third caught
on an abutment and remained sus-
pended. It was from this car that
nearly all tho Injured escaped. Te
cars which went into the water were
entirely submerged, and as the tide
Is running in rapidly the divers had
hard work in getting the bodies for
several hours.
