HELD TO BE ILLEGAL

COMMISSION MARKS AX ADVERSEm un; Foil all societies
1IAN1HJNU EXCURSIONS.

St. Louis, May 11. Sunday schools,
church societies, labor unions, lodges
and other organizations have received
a knock-o- ut blow from the interstate
commerce commission that probably
will cause a big protest from every
section of the country. The commis-
sion decides that the time-wor- n prac-
tice of allowing a peroentage on tic-
kets sold by these bodies for excur-
sions they arrange, is illegal under the
Hepburn law. The plan made it pos-
sible for Sunday-scho- ol children to
earn a ticket, who could not afford
to pay their way, and In addition the
excursion was a source of profit to
the organization. Now there can be
no refund on condition that a certain
number of tickets are old.

Special rates may be made, of
course, but the railroads must do the
hustling, pay all bills for advertising,
and receive full cash fares. If the
ruling which was made in response ato an Inquiry by the Clover Leaf, Is
obeyed, many contracts already made
for society excursions will have to be
canceled, and unU'Ss a new and sat-
isfactory basis is agreed upon the ex-

cursions probably will have to be
a t.andoned.

QUADRANGLE

A map of the San Cristobal
Colorado, which embraces an

area of about 944 square miles and
comprises portions of Hinsdale, Min-
eral, .La, Plata, and San Juan coun-
ties, has recently been published by
the United States geological survey.

This area is one of the most high-
ly elevated regions recently surveyed
by the government. It ranges in al-
titude from about 8,100 feet to O

feet above sea level and onlv a
very small part of It is below 9.0fl0
feet. The Continental divide extends
entirely across the sheet twice in an
east and west direction, swinging
around the head of the liio Grande,
the source of which is a short dis-
tance beyond the western boundary
of this area.

There are a few mining settle-
ments In the northwest part of the
quadrangle and a number of hay
ranches in the lower valleys, but thegreater part of the area Is uninhabi-
ted arid contains some oi the most
rugged mountain country to be found
in the United States.

Finally
a young buck reached forward, grab-
bed the long white beard of the elder
and shaking it back and forth, started
to Jabber In his native tongue.
