Prisoner Weeps for Joy.

Tears welled to the eyes of the man
who, during the eighty days oI hls
trial had sat with stolid Indifference
written upon his every feéeature-—al
last the Joy armor he had thrown
about himseM with the first day of
Jury selection had been plerced and
whatever pent up feeling had been
comtalned within was loosed, Hay-
wood's  attorneys were falrly lfted
from their seals and Judge Wood
made no effort to restraln them as
they surrounded him to shake
hands and aloud thelr
gratulntlons, James H Hawley, lead-
ing counsel for the stale, and O, M.
Vanduyu, the prosecuting attorney of
the county, in which former Gover-
nor Bteunenberg was  assassinated,
sal gloomy and unspeaking in their
Dlaces, Senator Borah, who made the
closing piea for conviction, was not
present.  Of the prisoner’s counsel,
those in the court room were Chir-
ence Darraw of Chicago, E. F. Rich-
ardson of Denver, and John F, Nu-
soent of Bolse. The absenwees from
the defendant’s table Included Edgir
Wilson, the former law partner of
Judge Wood, who presided at the
trial

No member of the prisoner’'s fam-
lly nor any of his friends among the
soclalistic writers and the so-called
“labor Jury,” who have been atiend-
ing the trial, was In the court room
at the early hour the verdley was re-
turned. The spectators benches were
empty but in the doorway stood Gov-
ernor Frank Gooding, who had taken
an active part in pressing the prose-
cution of Haywood and his assoclates
There was no demonstration other
than that made by the attorneys for
the defense and the court proceedings
were over, the prisoner had been dls-
charged and the Jury dismissed for
the term [n less than three minutey
time,

Verdict Surprise in Bolse,

The news of the verdict was re-
celved reluctantly In Bolse. Exira
editions of the papers carried the tid-
Ings far and wide and during the day
there was considerable discussion in
clubs, cafes, hotel lobbies and upon
the street corners. The surprise which
had been so manifest In the court
room was prevalent everywhere, The
long time the jury was out had ¢on-
veyed the general Impression Uhat
there could be no other outeome Lhan
a disugreement The rumors which
spread #0 rapldly and frequently
throughout the night and which wers
as unrelluble as yweh rumors always
are, were to the effect that a major-
ity of the jurors had voted for convic-
tlopn, Some were even so radical as
to say that the only dlfference of
opinlons existing In the jury was as
to the degree of gulit. The appre-
hension of disagreement spread even
to members of the defendant’s c¢oun-
sel, and when to this feeling were
added the rumors of an adverse de-
¢clsion whieh continually beat abou:
