GALISTEO NOTES.

Qonsiderable Sickness Prevails—fheep and
Oattle Men Jubilant—Governor Otero
the Right Man in the Right
Place.

Speoial to the New Mexioan,

Galisteo, N. M.. March 14.—Sickness
is with us to u great extent, In the last
ten days, three women and two children
have died In this place. Measles are In
nearly every house. A sheep herder
came Into Coloradito. about five miles
from here, with the smallpox and now
there are about elght or nlne prople
thera who have caught it; he wes taken
sick at Pinos Wells, in Valencis county.
Happlily no deaths have occurred there,
and all are dolug well.

The sheep and cattle men are jubilant
these days. They have been offered 20
cents u pound for their spring clip, and
82 a head for thelr wethers, which they
have refused. You must remember thut
the yearling wethers are those which
buyers threw vout In the fall, when all
the sheap men sold their lambs. And
yet yon will find in this place sheep men
who will vote and work agalnst the Re-
publican party and against their own In-
terests, A small bunch of old ewes,
corn and alfalfa fed, sold for §3 a head;
& bunch of steer calves sold for $16.60 &
head and another bunch of calves are
being hald for higher prices.

The Republicans in this precinet think
hlshlg of Governor Otera and suy that
now New Mexieo has the right man in
the executive chair, & man who I8 not
afrald to do right.

OF INTEREST TO ORCHARDISTS.

Ban Josa Boale Easier to Combat Than
Other Orchard Pests,

Muc. J. Crow, for years assoclated in
the management of o leading Callfornia
nursery and orchard at Napa, Cal., who
has récently taken up his restdenen in
Pike county, Missourl, says,

*The San Jose scale is evidently thor-
oughly establishoed in numerous locall-
ties enst of the Rocky mountains. Or-

chardists, should accept the fact, qult
talking about legislation, and turn thelr
attention to prevention or ture, as the
case may be, in their individual orch-
ards. Some are making & ‘mountain
out of & mole hill;’ and seem to overlook
entirely the fact that this scale problem
was solved In California some six or
eight years ago, and Is today requiring
much less attention thap some fungons
disenses which are so numerous through-
out the eastern and middle states. It s
far eacler to combat the San Jose scale
than the codlin moth, scab, blight or
borers; the former can be kept thorough-
l{lln chwck with less work and expense
than any one of the latter. This1s an
indisputable fact, a fact thoroughly
demonstrated in the Callfornia orchards,
It 18 unnecessary to ‘dig and burn a
badly Infested tree,' as some of the wise
ones often say., Three thorongh spray-
ings with lime, sulphur and salt, or the
resin  washes, properly applied at the
right times, will clean any tree, no mat-
ter how many seale are on It; then one
apraying a year s suficlent. Of course,
If the.scales have been on so long as to
almost kill the tree, then a new one had
better -be planted,

*It sounds rather ridiculous to hear
such an pproarabout an insect that, as
said beforpe, Is less dangerous or trouble-
some than many of the insects which
orchardlsts are fighting and saying noth-
Ing about. The numbers of curoulio,
codlin moth and several others can only
be diminished in & degree, and the dam-
ago resulting from thelr depredations In
proportion; but the scale can easlly be
rendered perfoetly harmless,”
