spook of the high sens.

But It has not boon known that ships
themselves are haunted and that in the
service of the United States coast survey
there is a vessel now in commission that
is by her own officers supposed to be
haunted.

Yet the Eagre, a 1 40 foot schooner of the
coast survey, is looked upon in the service
as a Very undesirable vessel to be aboard
of. About her there is an atmosphere of

gloom that wardroom jest cannot dispel.
Duty on board her has been shunned at

would be a pestilence, and stories have
been told by officers who have cruised
aboard her that are not good for timid
people to hear. Officers have hesitated
about telling these unoanny stories, but
they have became sufficiently well known
to make a billet to duty aboard the Eagre
unwelcome among the ooast survey men.

The Mohawk was launched June 10,

1875, at Groenpolnt, and she was then the
largest sailing yacht afloat.

William T. Garner, her young million-
aire owner, was very proud of his new

craft, and all the then leaders of New York
society were invited to participate in the
good time afloat with which her launch
was celebrated. Commodore Garner, then
but 88 years old, and his young wife en-

tertained charmingly, and the trim, speedy
Mohawk was christened with unusually
merry festivities. Soon after that she was
capsized by a sudden squall off the landing
at Stapleton, S. Y., and six people were
drowned like rats in her cabin and fore-

castle.
Then the Mohawk was raised at a oost

of $95,000 and purchased by the United
States government for the service of the
coast survey. Her name was changed to
Eagre, for Jaok Tar is proverbially super-
stitious, and with the old name it would
have been impossible to ship a crew.

Lieutenant Hiaby King describes bis
initial experience when he was assigned
to duty on tho Eagre in this way: "bhe
had her full complement or omcers minus
one when I boarded her at Newport to
complete the list. Every cabin was occu

pied but tho port canin Dy tne companion
way, and to that I was assigned.

we had a Jolly wardroom mess tnat
night, and I retired from it early, as I was
tired by my journey to join ttio vessel. The
others who were still at the table regarded
my retirement to the port oabln In abso-

lute silence, having bade me good night.
Their silence did not lead me to suspect
anything, though I knew that the Eagre
had nne heen the Mohawk. Mv cabin
door bad tho usual cabin look of brass,
and the porthole was also securely fas
tened. There could have been no one under
the bed or sofa, as beneath eaoh was a fao-ln- g

of solid oak paneling.
I undressed lazily and left tne ltgnc

burning dimly in ray bracket lamp. 1

tried conscientiously to go to sleep for I
don't know how long with my back turned
to the light. The noise ceased .In the ward-
room after a time, and I knew the others
had turned in, but I felt unaccountably
nervous and restless. I turned over and
faoed the light, thoroughly wide awake,
and there In the single chair sat an elderly
aaan, seemingly wrapt in deep thought.
He was dressed in a blue yachting reeter
and had a long, gray beard. His hands
were clasped in his lap, and his eyes were
dawnoast. His facta was not pale and
ghastly, as the faces of ghosts are popular-
ly supposed to be, but ruddy and weather
beaten. :

VI regarded' him in soared silence for I
don't know how long, though It seemed
an hour when he or it or whatever it was
disappeared. During that time the ghost,
and euoh 1 now beliove it to have been,
made not a motion, nor did it say any-

thing. Presently I looked agatn, and it
was gone.

At breakfast the others watcnea me
critically as I took my seat.

Every one
was feeling happy, or, as Thackeray has
it 'Dleasant., when suddenly tne sliding
doors separating the wardroom from the
companion way cioseusiowiy wim a iouu,
squeaking noise. They had seldom been
elosed, and it took the entire strength of a
man to start them from their rusty fasten
ings. Tet upon this occasion they started
easily and closed tightly, while the officers

jumped to their feet in breathless aston
ishment, Haifa dozen men hauled them
open in haste, but hot a soul was behind
them or anywhere about.' 'It must be our
old friend of the port oabln,' suggested

the United States did not enter the war
in the spirit of conquest, and everything
has been done to prevent its becoming
such, the result has been the same as if

the acquisition of territory had been

the primary object, and the country
will gain time and friends by openly

taking possession of the islands which
have belonged to Spain and stating un-

equivocally that "we are going to keep
them, what are you going to do about
it?"

Spain is apparently determined to

continue hostilities, even in the face of

defeat, in order to make as much trou
ble and expense for the United States as

possible. To attempt to collect an in

demnity' from that country to pay the
cost of the war would be about the same

as making cider from granite. To en-

deavor to establish independent govern
ments in the Philippines, the Ladrones,
Cuba and Puerto Rico and allow the
inhabitants to work out their own des-

tiny would only be to open the way for
continual revolutions and bloodshed; to

return them to Spain would be a crime
in the eyes of humauity. At present
there seems to be but one wav out of the

perplexing situation, and that Is to gar
rison the islands, appoint military gov

ernors, keep the territory tney emDrace
and make it habitable for men of all

countries and thus reimburse this coun-

try for the money spent iii, righting the
wrongs of tho oppressed.

Professor Norton Rebuked.

A short time since Professor Elliott

Norton, of Harvard college, in an ad
dress before the students of that institu-

tion, sneered at America and Americans,
and stated that the people of the United
States had acquired a varnish of civil
ized life, but their natures were still un
refined. This language coming as it did
from an educator in one of the oldest
universities in this country caused much

adverse, comment in the public press,
but it remained for Senator Hoar, of

Massachusetts, to administer a stinging
robuke to the presumptuous and super
cilious pedagogue, richly deserved. In
an address on "Americanism and Amer- -

can Honor." delivered at the summer

school of Clark University, at Worcester,
a few days ago, Senator, Hoar, pointed
to the perfect reconciliation between
the North and the South as one of the
beneficient tesults of the present war,
and then turned his attention to Profes-

sor Norton in the following words:
In strange constrast with these tok

ens of respect are a few discordant and
jarring notes wnicn are neara at nome.
1 see that Professor .Norton, or Harvard.
is Quoted as tolling the youth of the uni
versity that It Is characteristic of the
American people to be inning; tnat tney
have acquired a varnish of civilized life,
but their natures have not oeen renneu.

"Poor Professor Norton, color blind
and music deaf! At this day, when the
North and South are coming together.
when Mother England is learning to
know her daughter and to love her
again, he says that it Is characteristic of
the American people to be trifling, and
that he feels, with Horace Walpolo, that
be should be proud of bis country n it
were not for his countrymen.

"Heaven knows that I do not say this
from anv desire to inflict uain. but it is
due to the youth of the country, It Is due
to Harvard, tnat someDoay snail say
this. If such utterances from our fore-
most university are to go unreproved,
manhood and courage and honor will
follow athletic Yale, or will follow clas-
sical learning at the English Cambridge.
There can be no worse lesson. It Is a
lesson which never will be taught In
Clark University; tq tell the youth of a

country that their country is base. The
feeling of dislike and contempt for us
In England, which the utterances of
Professor Norton and men like him have
done so much to foster, Is giving way to
better knowledge, I do not believe It
can be revived again by such utterances
as these.

"The best Instruction which the youth
of a country like ours can have Is Its
own history, and the best result of that
Instruction is a good hope. If any man
attempts to tarnish or des troy either, if
it be due to Ignorance, it is pitiable; If
It be due to arrogance or conceit, it is
criminal.

"If these utterances came from an en-

thusiast for a loftier ideal, from a desire
to raise the country to a nobler or loft-
ier plane, we might forgive them. But
the men who utter them have neither
enthusiasm nor Ideals. It Is the doctrine
of arrogance, of contempt, of pessimism,
of bitterness, of despair."

This Is not the first time Professor
Norton has taken occasion to show his

contempt for the people and Institutions
of his native land and who support him
and give him a good living. During the
Venezuelan boundary dispute ho lam

pooned the Monroe doctrine, and just
before the war with Spain began, he ad
vocated peace with dishonor rather
than war, and since, he has been quite
