A SILENT PARTNER.

Olaff Olsen made up s mind he would
go to the K'ondike. It took him a long
time to make up his mind, It took him
o longer time to get to the Klondike,

In the ficst place, ho made nomistake,
Ho selocted the tradl from rkaguay over
the White pass to Lake Benuwett, Now,
that wus bad, but not so had s his next
orror, e would not give it up and go w
the Chilkoot pnss, though he beard Chil-
koot was much easier,

Olafl had n hard time on the trall,
though he didn't know it—thab is to say,
any other wnan would have theught 18 &
hard thoe, but Olaff, expeoting Lad things,
had no “kick," as he expressed 16, ngalnst
wdversity.

1'he experience of many on the trail con-
firmed the wisdom of Olafl’s views, Noth-
1ng discouraged Olaff, When misfortune
overtook him, he set to work to" *‘do what
he could for the best,' Up before day-
brenk, e cooked o substancinl brenkfast—
for he holleved in feeding himself well—
and with 50 pounds more on his baek than
any other man ocould gnrry started off on
the trall, ellmbing over rocks und wading
chrough mud, keeping nt it all day with
w short Intorval for Ineh,

It took him ten douys to move his outllt
from stution to station, Difficulties too
grent [or other men never proventod Olnff
frow moving forward. If he could not
ke ten nilles ho made fve; if not five,
he mpdo two, But e always kept moving
forward. When somie of his provisions
werp stolon, ho rostled,” ns He ealled e,
and worked for othersuntil he had asrned
enough to replice what had Dbeen stolen.
Then he moved on his own outflt,  When
at lost he renched Lake Bonnett, he bullt
a bout und calmly set sall without any of
the excitement which others exhibited,
Men wonted to buy o passage In hig boat
sud assist him to monage her, but Ohi
sald, "No, I don't want no passengors,
and T guess T oan handle the bost myself, !’

At the Tagish Lake custom house Olafl
worked four days to pay for the duty on
his goods, snd went on hls way without
tho delay rufling his temper, Ho' snlled
his boat nround the point at Windy Arm
when 80 other bosts hauled up on the
bench, Approasching DMiles Ounyon men
shouted to warn Olnff to land snd lighten
his boit nnd wait for the pllot, **That's the
canyon, ' they shouted. * Miles Canyon."”
18 19" mald Olafl. “'I've been watching
for it all day." And he took his boat
through and on through the White Horsoe
rapids without moving an eyelid, But
now floating fee began to impede Olafl's
progresa.  *I'll keop golng till she freozes
up,” he sald, And ho did, She froze up
when Olaff had got to Filve Fingers, and
Oluff went into csmp.
