No, 250—The Southern Pacific Railway
(Co. of New Mexico vs. Teofilo Esqui-
bel. Opinion by Justice Reeves, Chiel
Justice Long and Justice Brinker con-
rurring.

Esquibel filed a claim for land, on an
odd section, within the boundary of the
land grant given by congress to the South-
ern Dacific Railway company of New
Mexivo, and which company, including its
railway tracts, land grant, ete., was suhgoe-
quently acquired by the Texns & Pacilic
railrond company. By this suit the rail-
rond conipany sought to establish ita
rights to hold the grant after congress had
declured the same forfeiled. The jury
in the district court was instructed to find
in favor of Esquibel, and 8o found, and the
cpse now comes np on appeal by the rail-
road company, Judge Reeves holds that
the company failed to comply with ils
contract with the government in many
particulars ; thatit has forfeited all claims
to the grant; that congress has so de-
clared ; that the proposition that a power
to mortgage saiir ﬂ]li.:;ﬂtl grant invludes
and carries with it a power to sell the
same is not supported by authority of law ;
that the railroad company had no stand-
ing 1n court in its case against Esquibel,
und accordingly the decision in the lower
court is allinmed.

The Mesilla Valley Irrigation company
is composed of farmers living or owning
land along the east side of the Rio Grande
from Mesquite station, on the Santa Ve
railway about thirty-two miles above El
Pugo, to the state line at Anthony. The
canal is about thirty-two nylles lonE.
There are at present about thirty stock-
holders, Thecompany was organizedand
chartered about three yeurs ago with a capi-
tal stock of $12,000, divided into 12
ghares of the par value of §1 per share.
The canal is maintained by the levy of
ussessments on the stock, the stockhold-
ers working out their assessments at tne
rate of $1.25 per duy for the labor of &
mau or team, No effort has yet been
made to pay dividends on the stovk, since
it i3 all held by the consumers of water,
who are satistied to get wuter at cost.

A bad washout near the head of the
canal Inst year neceasitated the chgging of
about a mile and a half of new ditch be-
gides the annual cleaning. To meet this
demand and also to enlarge the canal an
nesessment  was levied, amounting to
about $3,200. Work was begun upon this
assessment December 11.  The new por-
tion of the cunal has been completed and
the cleaning and widening will be finished
by February 2. The line of the upper
end of the canal has been changed so
that it is believed no such washouts will
be experienced in future and the nssess-
ments will therefore be light. When the
work now in progress is completed the
com?suy will have one of the best canals
in all the territory.
