Your petitioners woulld further repre-
sent that New Mexiceo is at presont tu1u|ll\'|
unfit for the responsibilities of statehood,
Lecause first, the greater part of her pop-
ulation is unfamiline with the English
langunge, and, thongh honest aud of good
intentions, is u cluss of people over whom
the designing, dishonest and untrathiul
politicians readily acquire o power that
énables the lntter to away the former al-
most without liwmit; seeond, beecanse up
to the present time it has heen demon-
strited that political power in our terr-
tory lins been eontrolled ard held by those
whose movements and whose apparent
dgims are initdeal to an honest, upright
angl intelligent wlministration of publie
wllairs, and that the average chardeter of
