Fifteen Young Girls Burncd to Death.

Cincisyati, O, May 21.—A fire
in Sullivan’s printing establishment
at No. 19 Sixth street this afternoon
caused the death- of 17 persons. It
was at first thought that only five
women, who jumped from the fifth
story window were killed, but
when the fire was subdued so that
the fireman eould enter the build-
ing it was found that ten bodies
lay in a heap on the fifth floor, and
one lay on the fourth. Six jumped
from the window and were killed,
and one man after saving the lives
of two women by letting down a

same rope before he reached the
Eround this was John Sullivan,
rother of the proprietor of the
printing works.

The fire originated by the explo-
sion of a gasoline stove on the
second floor. The flames entered
the elevator chute which is next to
the stairway and all chances of es-
cape was then cut off. The killed
are mostly the empl egea of the dye
works, which occupied a portion of
the building. The fifth story was
completely burned out, but, the
walls still stand, and 'the other
floors are not much damaged.
