. ;i many " Fnslishmen " fiavo written
tb TIie World criticising its statements
cimccrnina; the speed of English railway
trains, and asserting that their Irishmen,
Scotchmen and Dutchmen averaged fifty
miles an hour some claiming a mile a
minute that tho actual time as given in
the official railway time-table- s may be as
uninteresting to them as it is interesting
to their American frieuds.

The average speed of the Flying
Dutchman" is 36 miles per hour from the
start at 1'addington station at 11:43 a m.
to the finish at Penzance, 325 miles.
FromJ ondou to Exeter. 1781 miles in ii
hours, it averages 45 miles per hour, but
from Exeter. to Lands End it is only , an
"accommodation." The "Flying Scots-
man" leaves the King s Cross-- at 10 a. m.
and runs into Wavercly station, Edin-
burgh :19C mile?, at 7 pr m., an average
speed of 44 miles per hour. lis first dash
is from London to Grantham, 105 miles.
Its second dash is from Grantham to
York, b'4 inilea The 1S9 miles are run
lii 3 hours und 53 minutes, an average of
48 miles an hour. After this spurt its
speed drops to .0 milc3 rer hour, taking
5 hours and 5 minutes for the remaining

07 miles from York to Edinburgh.. .
