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A few weeks age an exposure was
made of the seed bureau of the Ag-
ricultural Department, which show-
ed itto be greatly mismanaged.
Nearly the entire appropriation had
been expended for seed, mainly|
sorghum, of which there were im-
mense quantities on hand; paid for
at very high rates, actually rotting
away in immense heaps on the|{D
floors of the department’s seed-
TooOmSs.

The seed burean has been for
years very badly run., Its principal
purpose seemed to-be to furnish
campmgn material for congressional
Aagricts. As|
the city members had no use for
their quotas of seed, they generally
transferred them to the rural Con-
gressmen, Some of these were
zealous searchers after seed, begging
it high and low in Congress, an
obtaining such quantities of orders
for it that they were able fo send
contributions to every one of their
constituents.

This, however, was not the worst
feature of the matter; for, by inju-
cious selections worthless varieties
of plants and vegetables were
brought into cultivation in this
country, and troublesome insect
pests often introduced.

Mr. Colman promises to reform
all this. He will not attempt any
great agricultural revolution by
means of seeds, but proposes only
to improve the varieties of agricul-
tural products now cultivated. He
proposes, for instance, to encourage
the cultivation of the Southern
prize turnip, one especially suited
to this climate. He will attempt
also to advance the production of
wheat in the South ~ by securing a
variety that will withstand the rust
which is so destructive to the South-
ern cereal. It will be remembered
that some years age oats could not
be cultivated in the South with
profit, because the crop “rusted”
badly. The introduction of the
rust-proof oats obviated this diffi-
culty and this crop has been grow-
ing each year larger and more
profitable to the Southern States.
What was dohe by the rust-proof
oats Mr. Colman will attempt to do
with rust-proof wheat. Experiments
will be made to test the variety best
suited for cultivation in the South.
There have been imported seeds of
the Genoese, Kgyptiian, White
Crimean and Red Indian varieties,
all growing in Southern countries,
and which are, therefore, deemed
suitable to the South. These will
be distributed among the several
Southern States, and the success
met with in cultivating them will
be thus thoroughly tested.—Timees-
Democral.

TECHNOLOGICAL SCHOOLS.

The late Exposition has aroused
Georgia to the necessily of estab-
lishing a technelogical school.

I‘he gmposxtlon is a very sifl
one and ought to meet. general ap-
proval without reference to views
upon thesilver question. The banks
tender to the Government from
their gold reserves ten million dol-
lars, or if necessary twenty millions
in e‘mhn.nge for & like amount of
fractional silver coin or such other
currency as the Clearing House
Committee may approve.

The banks have large gold re-
serves in their vaults. There are
now lying idle in the Treasury some
thirty million dollars in fractional
silver coin. It is proposed to put
the gold into the Treasury and thro’
the banks to spread the fractional sil-
ver coin as much as posible among
the people all over the country.

The cart-wheel silver dollar is not
a popular or convenient coin. But
millions of dollars in halves, quar-
ters and dimes more than _are now
in use, could be circulated without
injury and often with increased con-
venience to the public.

If the treasury did obtain this co-
operation of the banks, it might
gibly be driven to pav out m{m
dollars for public dues before Con-
gress meeis.
