This appears
the more contemptible in Francis
Jeseph, inasmuch as hé has but re-
cently appointed Jews to the peer-
age. It elicited' from onr’ pﬁitm-
guished Secretary of Statea truly
American reply, one’ worthy of 'thé
great man and the country: he: dis-{ th
tinguishes.- Mr. Bayard’s lettet was
thoroughly polite, but conspicuous-
ly plain spoken. He managed:+o
convey to Awusiria that the repnblic|s
not only does not recognize, buthas
