The gem of the Hartford collection is
the celebrated “King Joseph, ” made by
Joseph del Jesu (Jua.rnenus, of Cremonan

The “ King Joseph * is world-renowned,
and has passed through the hands of
some of the most famous collectors in
Europe, though it has never been owned
by any pubhc player, and it now reposes
in a magniticent trench walnut case in
the Hartford cabinet, awaiting the time
when, like all private collections, thiscol-
lection shall be scattered, and still oiher
hands shall fondly draw the bow over its
resounding breast The instrument is
dated 1764. 1t is of regal proportions, irn
a high state of preservation, and of the
rieh varnish the secret of whose exact in-
gredients lies buried in the graves of the
old Uremona makers.

Joseph del .esu's chief desire was evi
dently to make instruments capable oi

roducing a quality of tone hitherto un

nown, and that be succeeded is univers
ally acknowledged. The “King Joseph’
is not only an eminent exam ple of Guar-
nerius’ finest workmanship, but it is the
happiest embodiment of all the subtle
qualities of power, brilliancy, and rich-
ness of tone that even the great artist
himself could possibly desire. The pos-
sessor of this marvelous instrument has
loared it to the several great violinists
wha have from time to time visited Hart-
ford, and each aund gll have, without hesi-
toucy, pronounced it the finest instru-
ment ever given to the world.
