Fruit, by “which we mean apples,
is a qenelal failure. Some or-
chards are bare of fruit, others in
different localities have not been
much hurt, which we learn is the
case alung the Nantahala, where
L demse foz interposed as o blan-
ket against the cold, which was
ruinous in more cxposed places.

Tobacco has been set out, and
all the farmers agree that it is now
in unusually fine condition. The
acreage is about the same as last
vear, and the farmers are eareful
not to excel the limit which would
imperil their bread and meat
Crops.
