THE CITY COUNCIL
Pass an Ordinance for the Protection
of Firemen,

At o special meeting of the city
council last night the following
ordinance relative to the fire de-
partment was placed upon its see-
ond reading and unanimously
adopted : :.

Be it ordained by the Board of
Aldermen of the city of Asheville,
That no person, not being a mem-
ber of the fire department, shall
ride or attempt to ride on the
hose trucks when going to or re-
turning from a fire, or interfere
with any horse or other animal
attached to the same ; or upon an
alarm of fire, open the door of the
stables wherein such horse or an-
imal is kept before the team is
ready to start, or in any manner
interfere with the laying, chang-
ing, remaoval or use of the hose
during a fire, or immediately
thereafter, or in any other man-
ner wilfully hinder or interfere
with the firemen in the discharge
of their duty.

Any person violating the pro-
visions of this ordinance s
upon conviction be fined twenty-
five dollars.

Now, if the
Southern Bell company intended to
establish a plant in Asheville, let
them begin about it at once, or else
get out of the way and let some other
company do so. The business popu-
latien of our city absolutely need the
telephone exchange, but they are not
willing to be bull-dozed by a merci-
less corporation. So, their only re
source lies with the cily council, and
we hope that Major Martin’s applica
tion for the five years’ exclusivoe right,
in behalf of the local telephone or-—
ganization, will receive the consider-
ation, and approval of the Board of
Aldermen.

He Saw for Himself and Is Satisfied,

The following card was published last
week in the Watau;a Sentinel, and we
commend it to the young white men of
Western Carolina:

Booxg, N. C, June -ith, 1888,

I went to Raleigl as a delegate from
Watavga county to Lhe Republican State
Convention which met on the 23xd day
of May. When I left Wataoga county I
was convinced that the presentsystem of
county governmentought to be changed,
and that the ery of “nigger” brought
against the Republican party was origin-
ated by demagoguesfor political purposes.
After atterding that convention 1 was
completely changed in my opinion, for I
saw with my own eyes negroes jostling
their.way among white delegates, acting
uproariously, and making themselves
unduly prominent in the transaction of
business, They took complete control of
the convention at times, and frequently
it was impossible for o white man to get
the floor, or to obfain a respectful hear-
ing. There were two nego secretaries
of the convention, and during a poriion
of its sitting it had a negro presiding
officer. Two of the four delegates to
Chicago were negroes. Altogether, there
was too much negro in the conventien to
suit me. and althongh I have been a
Republican, I am & white man and bev
lieve in white men ruling North Uarolina.

I fally appreciate, for the first time
what ‘Le people of the East have to
contend with in fighling against negro
rale and negro insolence, and my ideas
on county government have altogether
changed. T am in favor of the present
system of connty government,

I take this opportunity also lo state
that I do hereby formally withdraw from
the Republican party, which is responsi-

le for shy danger thero may be o__Pfoist-
ing negto rale npon No n&‘olina.

Acting as I do now on principle, and
being moved by no desize for personal
aggrandizement, I deem it proper to warn
the yonog men of the country, who, like
me, are actuated by principle, tfrom being
carried away by the specious and decep-
tive sophistry of Republican orators.

T'he weifare of North Carolina, moral,
political and mwaterial can only be sub-
served by the Dasmocratic party, the
party of the people. [ only wish that
every young Republican in the west had
done as I did—gone and seen the Re-
jublican convention for themselves.
