When I was in Antwerp I met with a
person who intorested me very much. 1
was in the picture gall there, and had
walked through a long line of rooms to
to the end npartment. ThereI saw upon
an casel a picture nearly finished, which
wag a copy of a very fine painting upon
the wall. I was atfracted by the beauty
of this copy, which seemed to me as well
painled as the original close by it; and I
was going away when I'saw a fall, el-
derly man come into the room, and take
his seat upon a stool in front of the easel.
iTe wore large, loose slippers, and, to my
astonishment, the first thing he did was
te [kick them off. Then I noticed that
his stockings were cut off a little below
the instep, leaving His toes exposed.
