To obtain fire by this method a piece
of steel, such as a file or rasp, was
struck with a flint, ora bit of white
quartz from a %-snite ledge, and the
spark was caught in tinder—charred
cotton e old flint lock mus-
ket, with a few grains of powderand
some ftinder in the pan, was looked
upon by our grandmothers as a do-
mestie utensil. Sometimes, on & clear
day, a burning glass—a lens foreol-
lecting at one point the rays of the
sun—was used.

The method of producing fire by
rubbing together two dry sticks 15
known to most boys, but it has not
been often adopted by civilized people,
It belongs to the ruder conditions of

An Improved Fire limpe.

A porieble fire eseape, constructed
with three systcms of lazy tongs con-
nected together and arranged {o be
elevated and lowered Dby a screw
mounted in the platform of a truck,
has been tented by Mr. Louis P.
Santy, of Clements, Lkan. The plat-
form on which the tongs are mounted
has screws all.’;i ; (I."rl}ruers, lwhereby the
escape may eld upright or tlpﬁd
2gainst the walls of a buildinF. e
tongs are united by a series of trian-
gles, a set of lazy tongs beingarranged
at cach corner of the triuugﬁ:. each set
bracing the others. A screw [or cle-
vating the system is mounted in the
center of the platform, a triangular
plate being aftached at its corners to
the lowermost set of lazy tongs, and
having al its center an internally
screw threaded bossin which the screw
works, being operated by beveled gears
and crank shafts extending to the
ends of the truck. By turning the
cranks the three sets of lazy tongs will
be rapidly elevated and by reversing
the motion as rapidly lowered. At
the top of the lezy tongs is a platform
or cage on which persons may ste
from the window of a building, an
be lowered to the ground by turning
the eranks; or they may descend by a
rope ladder suspended from an aper-
ture in the center of the cage.—Secien-
tific American.
