A Good Farmer and His Farm.

The best farmer. between me and the city
(Colonel Geo. E. Warrjng says) is a German,
who a few years ago worked by the month
on the farm he now owns. He saved a little
money; then rented a farm "on shares;"
then he bought it; then sold and bought a
larger one; and now. ho has one of the best
farms in the neighborhood, worth $20,000.
He is very industrious ; never seems in a
hurry, but js always ahead with his work.
You always see him at Church on Sundays,
and on his farm week days. He raises a
good many calves, and when I was only
half through busking he had his corn in the
crib and the stalks in the barn, and fifteen
head of young cattle on the stubble picking
up the leaves and scattered calf. He has
enlarged and ed the old barn, given
it'a coat of paint, put on gutters, and con-

ducts the water iuto a large cistern. His
fences are in perfect order. The whole farm,
garden and orchard, is a pattern of neatness
and thrift. No water stands on his low
land; no weeds go to seed on his pastures.
His .back; lot, adjoining the woods, was cov
ered with partially decayed stumps, bram-
bles and weed He set fire to the stumps,
cleared the land, summer-fallowe- d it, and
sowed it jto Piehl wheat, and got (this year)

Sweet Potatoes Without Iloeinr.
:

A correspondent of the Rural South-Lan- d j

gives his plan for making sweet potatoes as i

follows j

"Heretofore it has been the custom with
farmer, to plough up a high bed, then rake j

up with the hoe still higher, open and plant
with tbe hoe, ami alter the potato has come
up, scrape the entire bed., then hill, and
finally dig with the hoe. Too much hoe-wor- k

entirely fr the white man; and since
the black man has received his "forty acres
and a mule," it is entirely too much for him.

My plan is to llat-brea- k, with two horses,
curly in April and 31 ay, lay olV rows four
fWt with a subsoil plough, vbich' makes
nothing more than a mole trace; drop the
potato and sink it into this trace with the
foot; then run a harrow and continue to
run often enough to keep down the grass
until the potatoes are up. When up to a
good stand, throw two furrows with a turn-
ing plough, covering them up entirely. Let
them remain until they commence coming
through, then run a subsoil in the last fur-ra- w

with the turning plough, which will
cover them slightly and cover up the grass,
leaving them in a nicely hilled condition.
Before they commence running, break out
the remaining balk with a turning plough
and about three furrows with the subsoil.
When you dig, use the plough. I sav notli- -
ingof the use of manure; of course a liberal
supply of thatis indispensable." i
