No Original Bell Telephone Model.—
W asaINGTON, March 14.—It bas been dis-
covered at the Patent office that there is
not on file a single model of an original
telephone. The patent which was issued
to Prof. Bell in March, 1876, and which
is about to be contested by the Govern-
ment, was granted without a model being
filed. The present officers of the Patent
Office do not know how this omission oc-
curred.

=~ Representative Dargan, of South
Carolina, takes the view of the Blair bill
that Senator Bautler, the abler of the
South Carolina Senators, takes. Mr Dar-
gan is very earnest in opposition. He
says he is thoroughly eatisfied that it is
unconstitutional, and should it become a
law the inevitable consequence would be
to give the Federal Government control
of the Common School system of the
States, which would be a misfortune to all
parts of the country, but an unspeakable
disaster to the South. “I doubt,” he
saye, “the wisdom of any scheme which
tends to make people rely either in whole
or ic part on the help of the Government,
instead of teaching them the most im-
portant of all lessons, that their welfare
depends oo their own efforts and self-
denial, and that the demoralizing effect
of Federal aid is greater than that of
State aid, because the persons who re-
ceive the money do not pay the tax.”
The South Carolins delegation is about
equally divided on the dangerous bill.

The President and the Senate.

While the discussion is going on in the
Senate in reference to the refusal of the
President to send certain papers to that
body, (says the Newbern Journal)) it
would seem fit to have recourse to similar
refusals if to be found, that may bhave
been made by any of President Cleve-
land’s illastrious predecessors.

There was a refusal made by President
Jackeon in a case somewhat adalogous
but in which the President was under
much more seeming obligations to furnish
the papers than in the case now before
the Senate.

President Jackson was about to remove
the deposits of the government from the
vaults of the National Bank. Of bhis
right to do so there was grave doubt.
And of precedents there were none. So
it would appear that the Senate might
well demand everything touching his
reasons for doing so, and his obligation
to furnish the same would seem to be
almost imperative. Butthe present ocase
is only in reference to the removal of an
officer whose term had expired before the
Senate awoke to the great importance of
his removal, which took place only a few
months before his official career would
have ended by limitation.

But to return to Pl_'enident Jackson’s
oase we give his views in his own words.
He wrote as follows:

WasuiNgTON, Deo, 12, 1833,

To the Senate of the United States :—I
have attentively considered the resolution
of the Senate of the 11th inst. requiring
the President of the United States to com-
municate tothe Senate a copy of the paper
which has been published, and which pur-
ports to have been read by him to the
members of the Executive Department,
dated the 18th day of September last, re-
lating to the removal of the deposits of
the public money from the Bank of the
United States and its offices. The execu-
tive is a co-ordinate and indedendent
branch of the government, equally with
the Senate, and I have yet to learn under
what special authority that branch of the
legislature has the right to require of me
an account of any communication, either
verbal or in writing, made to the heads of
the departments, acting as a Cabinet coun-
cil. As well might I be required to detail
to the Senate the free and private conver-
sation I held with those officers on any
subject relating to their duties and my
own. Keeling my responsibility to the
American people, I am willing upon all
occasions to explain to them the grounds
of my conduct; and I am willing upon all
proper occasions to give to either branch
of the legislature any information in my
possession that can be useful in the execu-
tion of the proper duties confided to them.
Knowing the constitutional rights of the
Senate, I shall be the last man under any
circamstances to interfere with them.
Knowing those of the Execuntive, I shall
st all times endeavor to maintain them,
agreeably to the provisions of the Consti-
tution snd my solemn oath tosupport and
defend it. I am constrained, therefore,
by a proper sense of my own self-respect,
and of the rights secared by the Constitu-
tion to the execative branch of the gov-
ernment, to decline a compliance with
your request. ANDREW JACKSON.

Green that he would give $50 to any man
who would read it. Dr, Green promptly
“took him up,” and read the letter. After-
wards he claimed the money and took the
case before a magistrate, who gave judg-
ment sgainst Mr Harrell. The lattertoo
the case to the Superior court, where a
jury, after a brief withdrawal gave judg-
ment also for Dr. Green for $50 and costs.
It is said that the case will now go to the
Supreme court.
