A Large City.. , .

If any one were to walk one-w-
ay

through all the streets of London, ' he
woold be obliged to go a distai.ee of two
thousand six hundred miles, or as far as it

across the American continent from
New York to San Francisco. ' This "will
give an idea of what would have to be
done in order to see even the greater part
of London. 1 :

In our approach to this city, as well as
in oar rambles through its streets; we
shall not be struck by its splendid and
imposing appearance as by its immensity.
uo wn ere we may, there seems to be no
end to tbe town. It is fourteen miles one
way, and eight miles the other, and 'con-
tains a population of nearly four million
people, which is greater, indeed, than that
ot Switzerland or the kiogdoms of Den-
mark and Greece combined. We are told
on good authority that there are more
Scotchmen in London than in Ediubnrg,
more Irishmen than in Dublin, 'and more
Jews than in Palestine, with foreigners
from all parts of the world,- - inolnding a
great number of Americans. -- Yet there
are so many Englishmen in London, "that
one is not likely to notice tbe presence of
these people of other nations. ' .

This vast body of citizens, some so noh
that they never can count their money,
and some so poor that tbey never have
any to count, eat every year four hundred
thousand oxen, one and a half million
sheep, eight million chickens and game
birds, not to speak of calves, hogs, and
different kinds of fish. They consume five
hundred million oysters, which,: although
