Will Gen. Taylor dare say thut all this was
done without the *“slightest agency ™ on his part?
No, he cannot. He appeared before the Philadel-
phia convention by his agent, Judge Saunders, as
the ubove extract clearly shows. And further
than this, after he had been nominated at Phila-
delphia, and knew what Judge Swunders had
done, he did not repudiate it, but he authorized
Builie Peyton and two others, of New Orleans to
say, for him

¢ That the course of the Louisiana dele-
gation in the whig convention, lately assembled
at Philadelpnia, meets with his cntire, full and
unequirocal approbation.”

Thus has he shamefully f.lsified his words in
this important particular.

Fe, and the galiforuias—and say to Mexico,
¢ Drive us from the country "—throwing on her
the responsibility and expense uf carrying on the
offensive war—at the same time closely blockad-
ing all her ports on the Pacific and the Gulf.”

Now, here is a frank and decided opinion ex-

pressed, that the United States ought to .t.ake
possession of a line which will include six or
seven States—a line that the U. States would ac-
cept by negotiation. This opinion was not has-
tily formed or rashly expressed ; for the Secre-
tary of War having rebuked him for writing such
letters for publication; he replied in a very petu-
lant letter, in which the fullowing sentences oc-
cur:
