The circnmstances, as related to ns by one of

Tue Frexcu Seoviarioy  Brin.—It is known
that the French Spolintion bill, as it is termed,
has passed both Iouses of Cougress, and now
only wants the signature of the President to
beecome n faw.  The historical facts upon which
these cluims are founded are stated to be as
follows ;

“In the years 17789 the United States
were in a state of guasi war with the then Repub-
lic of France, Privateers cruised and made
captures; national vessels met and foaght on
the high seas; and on land there was the array
of armies, in anticipation of a formidable war.
Then came the revolution which placed Bona-
parte at the head of the Freneh government.
The United States urged upon France indemunity
for the confiscation of the preceding years. It
was answered that they were made under an-
thority of a government that had passed away,
and like assignats and  contineutal mouey, they
uo more had a value.  In short, the Freneh
zovernment refused to acknowledge or satisfy
these eluims; but as the urgency of them by
the United States was  disagreeable, they had
inserted in the treaty for the purchase of Lou-
isiana a provision that the further prosceution
of these clains by our goverument should be
discontinued. It is upou this provision that
these claims rest.

The President has vetoed the bill,

DBrerests or Maxwert Chaspers.—By the
la=t Will and Testament of MaxweL, CHavBERS,
deceased, two hundred thousand dollars is be-
queathed to Davidsou College.

Sorpiers’ Wives 1y tng  CriMea.—Mrs
Youug, better known to the literary pablic
by the name of Mrs I’ostans, has published a
graphic and picturesque account of her adven-
tures on a visit to the camp in Turkey :

“Passing ronnd the wall of the Scutari bar-
racks, we came upon the most wretched nind
huts imaginable, which had been erected for
the seldiers’ wives. These edifices, more resem-
bling the plasterings of mason wasps than any-
thing for babitation, were 50 low as to prevent
the possibility of any one stunding in them, and
were simply patched against the wall, with a
Lit of matting over the doorway, and a small
hole to admit air and light. Lt was of course
impossible that women ceuld wash in such
places as these; counsequently, the poor crea-
tures, with blistered arws and faces, and often
barelbeaded, were standing exposed to the burn-
ing sun outside the tents of the men. Self-
respect was lost, and the women were a burden,
a disgrace to the army, inssead of heing, as
they should bave been, useful itewms in their
camp machinery.

The Freneh and English women did net seem
L to associate at all.  The wives of our soldiers
wondered at the manly cestume of the useful
 cantineers, whe have their horse and tent, and
are treated with equal courtesy by officers and
men: and they, no doubt, were astonished by
sthe want of gallantry in a people who bring
women te the waws in a foseign land, suffer
them to stand unsheltered to wash the ¢lothes
of the men in a burning sun with a thermome-
ter of 110 degrees of Fahrenheit, leave them
unprovided with earriage when the regiment
moves, and oblige each woman to sleep with
nine other persons of both sexes in a circular

tacked with typhas fever, was sent to the hospi-
tal. A week afterwards, her brother was seized
with the same discase, and was sent to the same
institution, The nnrses were helping him up
the stairs at the hospital. On the way he wax
met by some persons who were descending with
a coffin on their shoulders. The sick man ii-
quired whose body they were removing, when
one of the bearers inadvertently mentioned the
girl’s name. It wars his sister. The brother,
horror-struck, sprung from his conductor, dash-
ed down stairs, ont of the hospital gate, and
never stopped running until he had reached
home—a distance of twelve miles! e flung
himself on the bed immediately, fell into a
sonnd sleep, and awoke next morning, entirely

In the Monthly Journal of Medical Science,
Dr. David Skae gives some of his observations
respecting the weight and specific gravity of
the brain in the insane; 83 males and 89 females
were examined, avordupois weight heing nsed.
A comparison of the data showing the heav-
iest brains in the sane and insane shows that
in only one instauce did the encephalon exceed
60 ounces in the insane, while in several of the
sane it amounted to 62 ounces and upwards,
the heaviest brain in the one series being 60
0z. 8 dr., and the heaviest in the other Leing
62 oz. 12dr. The average weight in the in-
sune from 15 to 90 yeurs of age was 30 oz. 4
dr., and in the sane 490z 14 dr. On taking
the average of all the cases among females, the
weight of the brain in the insane was 44 oz. 7
dr., and in the sane 44 oz. 5 dr.

Dr. Robertson says that the minds of chil-
dren onght to be little, if at all tasked, till the
brain’s development is nearly completed, or
until the age of six or seven years. If the
mind be tasked during the earlier years, the
child is exposed to greater risks of a disorder-
ed brain, snd its bodily powers also become
debilitated.

Efforts have recently been made in Encland
to restore to the deaf ear ita healthy functions
by applying a cup that fits closely to the side
of the head, round the onter ear, and exhaus-
ting it with an ear-pamp. The theory of the
remedy is, that deafuess results from an im-
poverished flow of ecerumen in consequence of
the inertia of the excretory ducts; and by tuk-
ing off the atmospheric pressure, their proper
flnid oozes upon the tnhe, and instantly molli-
fics the condition of the mechanism exterior to
the drum. In a variety of cases, the simple

process of earrying on the exhaustion till a new
senzation is felt, something like extreme tension
in the lining membrane of the mentus ericrnus,

is represented  to restore the organ to its uor-
mal state,
