THE TRIBUTE OF RALEIGH
And North Garolina

To Jefferson Davis' Beloved
Memory:

His Remains Lie in State at the Capi-
te/—Ten thousand Peopls Coeme to
ao Reverence at his Brer.

[Condensed Frem HRale'gh News Oliserver.]

The people of the State have rea-
gon to copgratulate themselves on
the admirable nutnre of the man-
ifestation made yesterday as a tri-
bute to Jefferson Dayis. At Greensw
boro the demonstration was very
fine. Along the ronte similar mani-
festations were wituzssed, Durham,
as usual, made a magnificent show-
ing. The visiting escorts enquired
how many thousands lived in the
town. Everywhere the demonstira-
tions were marked by the ntmost de-
corum, and while popular interest
was eyident it never expressed itself
in the slightest degree unbefitting
the mournful nature of the cecasion,

At Raleigh the demonstration as-
sumed something of Suate propor-
tions. It scemed to be something
more than an outpouring of
home population.

We noticed many friends from
various sections of the State, Bat

potwithatanding, the great con-
course of people were chiefly our
own people. It was a gratifying

demonstration in every aspect. The
intent was toimpart to it a solems
uity in keeping with the character
of the observance, and it was not di-
signed that it should be the occasion
of a great military dizplay. Instead
of brass bands, it was the mnfled
drum that beat time for the faneral
escort, Iu comparative silence the
solemn cortege moved to the Capitol,
where in mournful numbeors the ex-
cellent choir chanted itz fitting dirge.
Then followed the praver which re-
weived many compliments as being
wery beautiful in couception” and
ex pression.

The prayer was offered by Rev.
Dr. M. M. Marshall, reector of Christ
Church, and while the vast maulti-
tade stoed with bowed heads the im-
pressive 1nvocation was pronounced
a8 follows:

Taere, in the pres-
ence of the mortal remaing of Jef-
ferson Davig, thoughts reverted to
the events of his career so mingled
with the hopes and sorrowe of our
people, and many a heart lifted a
fervent prayer that it might be well
with him whoze sonl was now at
reot.

Daring the entire day such good
order was observed as riflzcled the
ntmost credit oo our people, Visit-
tora freely ssid that it excelied all
the demonstration made on the
route. It was perhaps the most ex-
cellent in many aspects,

When we consider the great
nunmbers, the orderly procession,
the fine funeral ear, the multitude
of floral offerings and the genuine
feeling of sympathy and respect
manifested, we feel that Noith
Carolinians have cause to be gratis
fied at the manner in which the
illustrions dead was received at
their capital.

To- day at Richmoad, the third
and last day of this unususl epis
sode will eomplete it. Thither have
flocked many citizens from States
to the South of us. North Carolina
will be worthily represented by her
Governor, Gen, R. F. Hoke and
many other citizens who have gone
to show by their presenes their res
spect for the dead and their inters
est in all that concerns him, Of
Virginians, there will doubtless be
many thousands. It will be an ims
po-ing spectacle and one sever to
be forgotten,

It will be an appropriate ending
of the mourniul ceremonies by
which the S.uthern people have
paid their last homage to the man
whom they benored in life and re-
yere in death.

A WORD IN TIME.

A death from cholera occurred a
few days ago in Hamburg, where
disease raged so fearful last year.

FUNERAL CEREMONIES.
Interment of the Remains of Presi-
dent Davis—An Imposing Demons
stration at Richmond—Many % hous-
and of People in Attendance.

Ricumonn, May 31.—At 3.05
this morniog the fonmeral train
bearing the remains ot ex-Presi-
dent Davis drew up at the depot
in this city. Thouosands of men,
women and children, some of whom
had waited for hours, greeted its
arrival, besides Lthe military escort,
composed of members of the Lee
and Pickett Camps Confederate
Veterans and the Fust Virginia
Iniantry. The line of march was
taken up, with the Richmond
Light Infantry Blues (who had
goue to Danville with the Govw
ernor to meeft the train) at the
head of the procession, followed by
the First Regiment, and the Loun-
isiana, Missiseippi, Georgia and
North Carolina yeterans as the
escort.

The march from the station to
the Capitol was very impressive,
The wailing notes of the Dead
March on fife and drom, and the
slow, steady, regular tramp of vetw
erans marching in fours behind
the bier, in the gray dawn, between
the ranks of spectators on either
side of the street, with bared heads,
was exceedingly weird and eolemn,
Upon reaching the Capitol build-
ing the military opened ranks at
rresent arms, while the veterans
marched throogh with heads un-
covered until the doors of the baild-
ing were reached, where a halt
was made and the casket was borne
to the door of the Senate chamber
in the rotunda cf the building and
placed in position under gunard of
Lee Camp,

From daylight till 9 o'clock
hundreds of strangers and city peos
ple paesed through the Capitol and
viewed the casket, which was
almost enveloped in floral tributes
of various designs from the North
and Weet as well as from the
South. FEetween the hours of 9
and 11 o’clock about five thonsand
public school children passed by
the bier, each dropping flowers as
a tribute of saffection, nntil the
huge mass has assnmed proportions
equal to several wagon loads.

The North Carolina delegation
is very large. With Gov. Carr

My Dear ‘Bir—In accordance
with your request I hereby state
that your committee called upon
me and asked me if I had any-
thing to say to them respecting the
digposition of the case. I there-
opon said that I adhered to all the
positions taken before the general
aseembly and had nothing farther
to say, save that the appellee res
eerves all righte and that the gens
eral assembly should take the ex-
clusive resposibility for any further
action.

[Signed.] C. A. Brigas.”

Whereupon, Dr, Baker said, the
committee took the action which
Mr. Hoyt would now report to the
assembly.

The report afler reciting the
proceedings in the case, proceeds:

“This jndicatory finde that the

“Wherefore, this (General Ass
sembly of the Presbyterian Church
in the United States of America,
sitting as a judicatory in this cause
on appeal does hercby suspend
Charles A. Brigge, the said aps
pellee, from the office of minister
in the Presbyterian Church in the
United States of America until
such time as he shall give satisfac-
tory evidence of repentance to the
General Assembly of the Presbye
terian Chureh in the United States
ol America of the voilation by him
of said ordination vow as herein
and heretofore found.

The report of the comniittee was
adopted, whereupon Rev. Dr.Spra=
gue gave notice that at the proper
time a proteat would be offered
against the finding of the assem-
bly, as Leing too severe a sentence
for the coffence of the honored
seholar named, and as tending to
restrict the liberty heretofore enn
joyed by office bearers in the Press
byterian Chureh.
