Giving Part of Alaska to England
While Warring for Expan-
sion.

We are here considering a ten-
tative proposal to cede territory to
Canada, to make a pretext for
the exteasion of the existing poss
ceasions of a European power in
this hemisphere, and to withdraw
from citizens over whom the
American flag now floats its pro-
tecting folds.
