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PLAGUE AT PANAMA.

Yellow fever is dreaded, and so is
cholera, but the dread of both when
ptt together in one person does not
equui the dread of th: average man
when bubonic  plague boecomes
threatening. Yellow fever was impor-
ted either from the isthmus or from
Central America, probably frow
Hondaras, and now it is oflicially
announced that deaths have occurr-

It is difficult to] stamp out the
pingue. The British authoritiesarc
ot able to control the disease in In-
dia, and what they can not do in In-
dia we may find it difficult to do at
the isthmus, especially when thous-
ands of laborers are imporled to dig
the canal. The task must, however
be accomplished, no matter at what
cost, for the canal cannot be dug
amid an epidemic of the plague.
The plague would prove a greater
obstacle to the cowmpletion of the
canal than the backbune rocks at
Culebra.
