lrbe fct witness waa Dr. A. C
Barstow, of Providence, III., chair-

man of the Board of Indian Com-

missioners, nnd representing the Con-

gregational church in behalf of the
ducajtion nnd conversion of the In- -t

an race. He satd that in his judg-

ment the proposed transfer was un-

wise; that if effected it wouU
. woeU adversely to the chris-

tian operations now in progress. He
recited at length many interviews hftd

vith armv offieees on the subject and
paid .tliose favoring the transfer ap-ptatr- ed

to have but one reason there-

for, .immely, thst the War Depart-

ment .paid better salaries forfiuitry
dutythn did the Department of the
Ititeriur. He thought it impossible

lor the Board of Indian Commts-none- rs

to work in harmony wththe
:rraj officials as it did with civilians,
undgave as hw reason that the army
was formed for war, to subdue ene-

mies and retain peace rather than to

promote civilisation, religion and
iriendship. In his opinion in five

years5 time undor the .supervision of
christian discipline the entire Indian
race could he civilised for one half
the amount of inonay wh;ch would
necessarily be expended in the event
of their being placed undor the ruling
of the War Department, and under
the former plan in the time men-

tioned he was sure the aid of the
military to kep the Indians peaceful
vrQiiljf be no more required than it is

at present in our States. He con-hider- ed

that there are some very good
men in the army, but did not think
them adapted to the requirements of
Indian agents, and was positive that
they are incapable of promoting re
lsgion, civilization, etc.

. M. Kingsloy, of 2ew York,
member of the Board of Indian Com-

missioners and representingsthe Pres-hyteria- n

sect, also the chairman of
the purchasing committee, was the
next uentleman to present his views.
He said: "We need an army with
hoes and spades for the Indian rather
than with swordsand rifles' If sbe.j

commission sa desired he would pro-- 4

duce books of his office for every ex-

penditure made by the board and
where purchases were made, where
forwarded and the disposition made
of the same. He defended the In-

dian agents as a body and said their
wholesale abuse was unwarranted.
With reference to the creation of
contracts by the Indian bureau he
aaid he did not accept criticisms of
the war department on the subject
and consirtered it poor grace for that
department to offer it, considering
the rascally contracts which passed
through the bands of its officials

during the late war. The great mass
of religious denominations through-

out the country favored the continua-

tion of the existing peace policy.
Should the transfer be made the
hoard would not feel that they had
any active sympathy. The good
work done by the board had, in

many instances, been demoralised b
surrounding military posts. To his
knowledge there waa no existing an-

tagonism
