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Transmisston of lnslc hy Microphones.

We recorded lasl. week, says the
London Electrician, the successful
transmission of instrumental music
from Brussels to Antwerp. Intelli-
gence now reaches us of an Opera
played in Brussels being heard by the
King and Queen of the Belgians at
Ustend.  8ix microphones on the Van
Rysselberghe system had been placed
in front of the footlights, facing the
performers, Two similar instruments
were also fitted, one on either side of
the conductor’s desk, at the height of
the musical instrument in the orches-
tra; and for future occasions it is de-
termined to add a double microphone
in the prompter’s box. All these
transmitters were actuated by a sin-
gle Faure accumulator, placed under
the stage with the microphone coils,
the latter being all mounted in quan-
tity, and really forming but one and
the same transmilting instrament.
As in the case of the experiments re-
corded last week, "the ciremit was
formed by one of the overhead wires
of the Bell Telephone Company, lead-
ing from the central ofice to the
northern terminus, where it joined the
State Telegraph line to Ostend Sta-
tion, which was in direct communica-
tion with two Bell receiving instru-
ments, fixed in the drawing rooms of
the royal chalet, The experiment is
reported to have again succeeded be-
yond expectation, and on the follow-
ing day M. Van Rysselberghe had the
honor of being received by the Queen,
who is known to be an assiduous opec-
