together with tho rest of his family,
came to the town. Mr. Cloveland, Sr.,
was a Ptosbytorinu minister, and
though ho preached his best his balary
was iu inverse proportion to his zeal.
As a consequence the money market
was in a chronic aluta of stringency
jvithv him. and while his family in-

creased hia pay did not. But the chil-

dren had to be ftnl, and to do this it
was fouud necessary to let tho boys go
to work. Grovor, who about 16 yfors
old then, was a bright, capable fellow,

nud soon after going to Fayetteville
secured a position iu the general store
of MacYicw & Co., the chief and in
fact tioouly merchant iuUhe'pk'Jj,

Said Mr. Edwards: ' Cleveland was
always the same. He was careful,

iiuuily wid strictly honest,

"Personally Cloveland wag a social.

'Jovial follow who thoroughly enjoyed a
joke, but hud enough dignity to bo
careful in all hie movomsnts. He was
n stroilL'. active bo v. and was n loadar
hi v& ii out Toat-'do- tnor. After
JTiug tho Fayetteville Academy he
went to Hamilton University nt Clin-

ton, and then taught school. Finally
he wont to Bufl.ilo and read law. Then
I lost sipht of him, for I went to Syra-
cuse, bnt I havo n brother in Buffalo
and he suid th,at Cleveland always pre-

served his old characteristics in bolli
public and prhote life.

"1 have always been a Republican,
bnt I have X0'." or Cloveland oocli
timo he was 5?orcinalod. He is worthy
of onj thing the American people can
give him. When his namo was first
mentioned for tho presidency I said l
the Democratic party will put up such
a man as Grover Cleveland I will voto
'for him, for I know ilmt the country
will bu safe in his hands. Ho is a man
who jo lionsht work comos from his
heart and is not cattsod by policy.
