In the same wugnn train were the
Oatmuu family who, dissutisfied at the
slow progress they nero niul.iug,
pushed on ahead, and were mussacred
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After a journey of more than a year,
undergoing many hardships and

to the almost constant danger
of uttuck from the hostile Indians, the
party reached Sun Bernardino, Cal.,
where Miss Burnett met and married
John Cruuiptun, in 1852. Four chil-

dren wero bom to them, three of
whom survive: Mrs. M. E. Fitzgerald
of Sun Francisco, and Mrs. C. II.
Keujon uud Johu F. Cramptou of
Globe.

Moore took charge of thnt portiou
of the overland stuge huo between
I'lit'sou and Yuma Mrs. Moore,
niCHiitinio proceeded to Culiforuii and
plsced her children in fehool, nnd

to Maricopa Wills, assumed
the mutiHgeineut of the stiition.

The family came to Globe iu 1S78.
Mr. Moore oiiguged in mining, but
was unfortunate in his invextnieiits mid
lokt his moDey. He died in 18S3. In
1878 Mis. Moore nnd her son John
Cmmptou purchased the property
wbero she bus biuro resided, nnd erect-

ed thereon a frsnio building in which
they conducted the Central hotpl.
The building and contents were de-

stroyed in the great fire in June, 1892,
and although left utmost peuuileb,
Mrs. Moore set resolutely to work to
recoup the ln-s- which slio wm runhled
to do pnrlially by mortgaging her
ground, and erecting a lodging house,
the income from which wus sufficient
in a few years to liquidate the indebt-
edness.

Mrs Alodro was known to a largo
number (of the piotcer citizens of Ari-

zona, nnjf the announcement of her
death will cause general regret.
