Aeous
origin, as asserted by Prof. B ¢ in his
puper on the “Geology of T abstone,”
rend before the American Institute of
Mining Engineers, then there can be no
question of the lode going down, and that,
100, with & probable inerease in size and
sirength, Thus far the developments in
Grand Central substantiste this view of
the case, the ledge, so fur developed on
the 600 level, being strooger than
at points nearer the surface.

The question of the continuation of the
ledge downwards being settled in the af
firmative, the next question is ws to its
probable ore bearing qualities, For a so.
lution of this lust and equally vital polnt,
we are compelled to draw our conclusions
from analogy. Looking over the broad
fleld of mining, the world over, we find
that where true fissures have been sub-
Ject o extensive operatiens the ore has
been found 1o make with the ledge, in va-
riable quantities it is true, to the utmost
depths attained upon them. Another fact
1o be taken into wccount is the manner of
.occurrence of ore, laterully within these
flasures. It is o well known fact that the
paying bodies are fomnd in chimneys or
chutes of ore of variable lengths, often
separated by long ntervals of barren
ground,  Thus, too, in depth thess ore
bodies ure found to have a limit succeeded
LUy bLarren yein matter.

stock 48 an illustration. The surfuce bo.
nanzas commenced upon the north with
the Ophir, thence going south came the
Gould & Curry, Chollar and Gold Hill
mines, The deep bonanzas were Califor.

Grand Central,

The water problem, in the new s haft, re
mains unsolved notwithstanding two
weeks have passed sinee the first strike
was rmade. On Thursday last u dill-hole
in the bottomn of the shaft, brought forth
a strong stream that indicated s pear ap-
proach to the fountain head. The hole
was immediately plugged up and the work
of ftimbering the shaft resumed in
order that when the shots were fired, if &
strong flow should vesult, no damage by
cuving in of the shuly sides wf the shaft
would ensue. The timbering wus finished
last evening, and the plug witkdrawn,
when it was found that the flow of water
had censiderubly abated. Another deep hole
had been put down i hard rock without
any flow of water whatever, therefore, It
was the opinion of the foreman that the
hole of Thursday had merely tapped a vein
of no great extent. Preparations bave been
made for handling the water until the flow
shall equal several thousand gallons in the
twenty-four hours, after which s pump
will have to be put in. The drift north
and south slong the ledge, on the 600 level,
are in about 110 feet each, and the ledge
is steadily improving. Heretofore the ore
lns been bunchy in the mass of vein.
malter, whereas, now il is becoming more
uniform and of 8 much better grade. A
must 1emukable feature is the disppesr-
ance of silver and the lnrge yield of gold
fn the ore; the assays, for severnl days,
showing hardly n trace of the former
metal and giving u range between $86.25
and §115.75 per ton gold.

CORONERS INQUEST \
Upon the Hody of Flerestino Crux,]
the Murdered Halt-Breed.

At 2 o'clock yesterdny afternoon the fol.
lowing jury sat upon the body of Fleren-
tino Cruz, the half-breed Indian who was
found dead near Pete Spence's wood
ranch, in the South pass of the Dragoons,
on Thursday, the body lhaving been
brought to town and deposited at Ritter's
undertaking rooms: Peter Tully, M. Gray,
(. B, Noe, John M, Lee, John Kingsman,
Wells Colty, T. J. Blackwood, J. R.
Adams, M. II. Sgith, A. C. Bilicke,
Chiarles Brickwedel and 8. M. Barrow,

DR, 6. E, 000DFELLOW
was the firit witness examined, who testi.
fied as fullows with regard to the wounda:
I found fonr wounds oun the body. [ com.
menced the examination at his head -and
followed down. The first shot entered at
the right temple penetrating the brain;
the second produced a slight flesh wound
in the right shoulder; the third eatered on
the right side of the body, near the liver,
and made its exit 1o the right of the spine,
about five or slx inches to the mnght
The fourth struck in the left thigh, and
made its exit ahout seven or eight inches
above the point of entry. In my opinion,
two of the wounds, those in the head and
rieht side, were sufficient to cause death,
The wound in the thigh wns probubly pro.
duced when he was running or after he
haud fallen. He was probably lyinf on the
ground. In my opinion he was lying on
the ground, after the wounds in the upper
part of the body had been received. In
my opinion, the wound in the thigh was
reseived after he was dead. I form thay
opinion from the shsence of blood sround
the wound.
THEODORE B. JUDAN,
the young man who discovered the body,
and who was interviewed by an Epirarn
reporter on Thursday, next testified: I am
a resident of Tombstone; am & teamster by
occupation, I have seen the body of ‘the
Mexican or Indian, and recognize it us
that of Florentino, Last Wednesday we
were in camp in the Bouth Pass of the
Dragoon Mountains, There were five of
‘us, Sum Willlams, Ramon Acosto, Florenti.
no, & Mexican or half breed whose name I
do not know, and mysell. Al anbout 11 or
12 o'clock Williams started out on horse-
back to search for some mules which had
strayed from our camp. Inside of an hour
Florestino started out on foof fur the same
purpose, He bad been gooe bat & few
minutes while 1T was lying in the shade
waiting for them to come back, when I
looked uE and saw Wyatt Eurp commng |
over the hill on horseback, followed by five
men, They were Warren Earp, Sherman
McMasters, Doc Holliday, Tegas Juck and
& purty whom [ have heurd was numed
Johnson, They asked which way the
road went, but I heard no answer. 1
was some distance away, and they
bhud npot seen me.  They stood
talking among themselves, 1 then
called and asked i they had seem any
mules that morning, and McMasters an-
swered that he had seen some near by, He
then rode up to Wyatt Earp and ssid
something and the whole party wheeled
around and came over to where I was.
Wyutt Earp suw me and immediately usk-
ed where Pele Bpence was. I answered
tuat I had left Pete S8pence 1 town. He
then asked when | had left town, and I
replied that I bad left town about nine
o'clock in the morning. He slso asked
after Hank, & hLalf: , and 1 told him
that he wasn't there. He then asked low
many men there were at the cump. I told
him exactly bow muany there were, and
what they were deing, amd mentioned
that two of the men were out in the hilla
in search of strayed a.lmals, He nsked
me when Pete Spence would be out in the
camp sgain. He also nsked me my name,
and wanted to know if [ was not a friend
of Pete Spence's and also of Frank Stil.
well, to which question I answered that I
was, He then turned 1o the crowd sad
asked them il they had seen any horses

down there with saddles on. They then
went off, and passed out of my sight 1o
ward the main road leading to Tombstone.

I then went up to the fire and spoke to s
Mexican but a few seconds, and old him
to come with we, and started up the hill
to see if' [ could get a sight of the Earps.
We had not gone twenty feet before wz
heard shooting, and turned o see where it
chime from, but ceuld not ascertain. We
walked up the hill further and saw the

arty on the other side of the road, en wp
of the hill. We stood there watching
them and two or three got off of their
horses and were there two or three min-
utes. They then came down the hill very
leisurely to the road and returned in the
direction of the cump. They proceeded
but & saort distance and turned arouna

aguin. They then went along ihe
road until it muekes a shurp  turn,
and kept on in the same direction,

easterly, passing into the hills. We then
went back to camp sand worked there
until evening. We then went out in
search of Florentino, and went to where I
thought the shooting had occurred. The
Mexican, Ramon Acosto, who was with
me, muintained that Floreativo had been
killed. We hunted around the gulches
and smong the hills for quite a while, but
found m}tElng but the tracks of one horse,
which wus led by a msn. The tracks
ledd us to the road on the hill that goes up
to the summit of the hill on which 1 suw
the Enrp purty. There we Jost track of it,
on account ol its running into the trucks
made by the party. We then went back
1o camp sod stuyed there all night. Next
morning 1 went to the top of the il
where | saw the Earp party after the
shooting, and looking round discovered
the body of Florentino lying under the
shade of & free, n few feet away from the
tracks made by the Earp party. He was
lying fuce downwards, with his right arm
resting under his head, and his coat was
pln.co-j over his legs. Afler looking ut the
body for a few moments, I picked up his
bint and went back to the team, lpun-
hitched the mules, and leaving the hat in
the wagon, took one of the mules, and
went to the camp to get a saddle, On my
way down I met Ramon Acosto, and wld
him I had found the body of Florentine,
and afier suddling the mule I came into
town, fnrfuting the hat, When [ arrived
intown I reported the circumstances to
the coroner., e body was lying atthe
place where I first saw the Euarp party
after hearing the shooting., [ had seen no
other party that day. [ sccompanied the
man who weal out to bring in the body;
went under the direction of the coroner.

Rusmon Acosto, Williams, a Mexicun and
myself were out at the chmp. [ am afriend
of Pete SBpence’s. The tracks seen around
the body were sbout eight feet from the
body. He was not armed when he leflt
the camp. Williams told me that when
he heard the shots he became alarmed
and came into town. [ have been team.
ing for about & month. I have not seen
any Indian tracks in thst wicinity. I
know lke Claoton, Fin Clanton and
John Ringo; did not see them that day.
Ramon Acosto was not out of the camp
alone afler the shooting. T was not in a
osition to see the shooting at the time
t occurred; I did not see the shooting.
The shooting did not last over twenty sec.
onds, the last being held, The shots were
one after another in gnick succession ; the
Inst shot was held back about eight seconds
after the others. Williams had been out
to the camp about three weeks or a month.
I have noticed that he was somewhat
alriid of an attack by Indisns; we always
went prepared for an sttack. I have
heard thut Willinms was Pete Spence's
brother; do not know it to bea fact. 1
only know hearsay. I am positive that 1
did not hear any other shets that day.

At the conclusion of Judah's testimony,
the inquest was adjourned to meet to-day
at 2 o'cluck,

To-Day's Preceodings.
Bam Willlnms testified to hearing shots
when on his way to Tombstone, and about
one milathis side of Bpence’s wood ranch.
Did not see Florintino, and knew nothing
of the killing except hearing the shots.
Simon Acosta testified that he was at
South pass last Wednesday. Florintino
went out after the mules. Just after he
lelt, eight mounted men rede into camp;
knew twa of them by sight, but not by
name, They asked whose camp it was
and were told it was Spence’s. Florin-
tino was about two or three hundred
yards from where be was when he saw
this party commence firing at Florentino,
who was geing up the hill and they
were firing at him. He was sure Floren-
tinohad been killed; could see the firing

/BATTLE OF BURLEIGR

The Earp Party Ambushed by
Curly Bill and Eight
Cow=-boys.

A Hand to Hand Enreunter iln Which
Cuarly Bill 1s Killed.

The town has been [ull of reports
for the last two or three days as to
the whereabouts of the Earp party,
and their probable movements. No
sooner had one report got well under
way before another was started that
contradicted it., There has been
marching and countermarching by
the sheriff and his possee until the
community has become so used to the
ring of spurs and clank of steel that
comparatively little attention is paid
to the appearaoce of large bodies of
horsemen in the “strects, Yesterday
afternoon the sheriff with a large
force started down the road toward
Contention, possibly to follow up the
report that the party had been seen in
the Whetstone mountains, west of
the San Pedro river, with their
horses completely fagged out and
the men badly demoralized. This,
like the many other reports, was as
baseless as the fubric of a dream.
THE BATTLE OF BURLEIGH SPRING.
Yesterday afternoon, as the sun
was descending low down the west-
ern horizon, had a person been trav-
elling on the Crystal or Lewis Spring
road toward the Burleigh Spring, as
our informant was, he would have
seen one of the most desperate fights
between the six men of the Emp
party and nine fierce cowboys, led
by the daring and notorious Curly
Bill, that ever took place between
opposing forces on Arizona soil.
Burleigh Spring is about eight miles
south of Tombstone, and some four
miles east of Charleston, near the
mine of that name, and necar the
short road from Tombstone to Here-
ford. As our informant, who was
traveling on  horseback leisurely
slong toward the Burleigh,and as he
rose a slight elevation in the road
about a half mile sonth thereof, he
observed a party of six men ride
down to the spring from the east,
where they all dismounted. ihey
had not much more thdn got well
upon their feet when there rose up at
a short distance away,

who took deadly sim ana fired simul-
taneously at the Earp pariy, for such
the six men proved to be. Horrified
at the sight, that like a lightning
stroke flashed upon his vision, he in-
stinctively stopped and watched fer
what was to follow. Notaman went
down under this murderous fire, but
like & thunderbolt shot from the hand
of Jove the six desperate men
charged upon their assailants like the
light brigade at Balaklava, ana when
within easy reach returned the fire
under which one man went down
never more to rise again. The re-
maining eight fled to the brush and
regained their horses when they rode
away toward Charleston as if the King
of Terrore 'yas at their heels in hot
pursuit. Tl= six men fired but one
volley and from the close range it is
supposed that several of the am-
bushed cowboys were seriously if not
fatally wounded.

returned to their horses where one
was found to be in the agony of
death, he having received one of the
leaden messengers intended for his
rider. The party remained at the
spring for some time refreshing them-
selves and their animals when they
leisurely $departed, going southerly
as if they were making for Sonora,

THE DEAD MAN CURLY BILL.

After the road was clear our in-
formant rode on and came upon the
dead man, who, from the description
given, was none other than Curly
Bill, the man who killed Marchal
White in the streets of Tombstone,
one year ago last September, Since
the abeve information was obtained
it has been learned that during the
night the friends of Curly Bill went
out with a wagon and took the body
back to Charleston where the whole
affair has been kept a profound se-
cret, so far as the general public is

concerned.

criminal, and sttempting to serve a war-
runt issued by Charles Myers, justice of
the peace of Pima counly, und by conspir-
ing together to commit said offence, was
committed, and he sccuses the above
named parties thereof, committed as fol-
lows: The said above named parties ob
structed snd refused to be arrested by said
John H. Behan, that said above named
persons at the county of Cochise in the
territory of Arizona, and within said town.
ship on or about the 21st day of March,
A. D. 1882, did then and there oppose and
did-resist-and refuse by threats, intimidy-
tion and force to permit said John H, Be-
han to arrest said persons above mamed,
and by firearms and force refused (o allow
said Behan 1o arrest the persons above
named. All of which 18 contrary to the
form of the statute in such case made and
provided, and againet the peace and dig-
nity of the territory of Arizons.

Eoprror Eritaru: [o view of the fact
that the people of the Unlted States,
through their representatives, have de-
ciared against the ' principle of Chinese
immigration, I have concluded to draw up
the following ordinsnce which I think
will fit our case lecally.

Onpixasce No. 40.
An ordinance to aid in ing out the
principles of the Chinese imm ion bill.
The Muyor und Common Council of the
City ef Tombstone do ordain as follows:
tion 1. At the expiration of nlnﬁ
days after the passage of this ordinance
married males who come to Tombstone
for the svowed purpose of ﬁujuoﬁu,
starting laundries or vegetable
or otherwise preying upon the publid,
leaving their families in Californis, Mis
goun or elsewhere, shall be deemed guilty
of a misdemeavor, and shall be fired out
of the country bedily, and remain out fpr
a period of Lwenty years.

Section 2. Any bank or postofiice which
shall willfully aid and abet such married
male, in draining this country of its re.
sources by sending away money for the
support of non.residents, shall, upon con.
viction, be fined s sum not less than
Section 8. Any person who shall aid and
abel any such person in establishing him.
self in any office or 1n & laundry shall be
deemed & public enemy,
