The miniog world of Tombstone was
pot excited by uny unusual occurrence
during the past week., Everything runs
along 10 the usual course. The mines uro
producing ore, and the mills turning out
bullion, From all quarters we hear of
nothing but prosperity, and the managers
of the mines are enthusiastic in their bellef
that Tomhstone has yet to see its duys of
most prosperity. The bullion producing
mines are increasing their yleld, and the
pumber of new mines being opened up
and developed is considerably sugmented
since our 1ast. The Randolph is gradually
but surely exhibiting its grand propor.
tions. The more this grand mineral de-
posit is developed the greater seems to be
its capneities. and from present appear-
ances we should not be surprsed to see it
take ita place in (he front rank of the hul-
lion producers of Tombstone at no distunt

day. The Ingersoll is nlso making & de-
cided mark in the mining world. Large
bodies of high grade ore have been dis-
covered recently, and the more the work of
development s prosecuted the grester
seemms to be its wealth, The bulhon yield
of the Grand Central last month was the
lurgest eyar turned out by that mine.
The sume gunntity of ore was worked
1o resch this result as heretofore;; so it can
castly be geen that the quality of the ore is
incmulnﬁg. There is # genegal boom
among the smaller and less developed
mioes, and 1t is falr 10 assume that ere
long there will be more mines worked 1o
this district than in any other in the Unit-
ed Blutes,

Two faults of the vein are
found within the Contention eclaim at
lla_mnu and cun be seen upon the surfuce,
he course of the vein is nedrly north and
south, and at depth it dips toward the
west. Where the vein crosses the Tran
quility line, it continues, a8 far as scen on
its genern] course, muintained throughout
the Head Centre and Contention clnims.

CORONER'S INQUEST.
Testimony in the Dodimes Murder
Canse.

The inquest in the case of the man
found dead at the Mamie R. mioe, on
Tuaesday, met ut the oftice of undertaker
Riter,  yesterdy afternoon.,  Jacob
Hoover was the first witness sworn, and
testitled thut be wus a miner by occupn-
tion and worked on the Chester minin
claim udjacaot 10 the Mumie R. He foun
u dead body at the cabin of the Mamie R.
mine, vn Tuesday morning. Did nol
know the nsme of the mun who lived
there, but wet him on Saturdny evening,
previous. He wasg up to their cubin on
Suturday eveming, and said he was glul
that they had gooe to work, a5 he was
lonesome living alone. He promised to
lend us some cooking utensils that we
were in need of. While we were tulkiog,
aman rode up and he departed to meat
him. He returned soon afier and sald
thut the horscman was his partner, who
bnd come for his blankets, Could not
recognize the desd man 48 the gsme party
he hud met on Saturday evening. The
hody was much decomposed and unrecog:
nlzuble. When I went to the mine I no-
ticed the tent wus torn; went to the cubin
und saw the lock hanging, the staple be.
ing withdrawn, Knocked on the door,
but hearing no response, opened it und en-
tered. Called aloud and received no an-
swer, Recognized s disagreeable odor
anG sup the man was dead. Saw
his feet sticking out trom under the
clothes. Did not investigate, but weat and
communicated the result of my visit to my

riner. He advised me (o come (o
ombstone and report the case to the
authorities. Dio so, and accompan=
jed the coroner and a deputy sherldl to the
scene. Was at the mine until 580 p. m,,
on Baturday. Came to town that night
und did oot return until Tuesday morn-
ing. Am not certain whether 1 met any

on the rond, but thwk I met &
tenm. Only knew the man now dead,
since the Wednrsday before.  He told me
he had & partner, but he left a few days
before my arrival, Bald he would like to
have u mun to work with him, and [ told
him we would help him out sometimes.
He did not suy anything about quurreling
with his partner, ~ The man was middle
sized and had a sandy moustuche and [air
bair. I enme 1o camp two weeks ugo lust
Saturday, Lived 1n San Francisco before
voming here. With the exception of one
visit was never out lo that pluce until
Wedneadli. the 81at.

Dr. G. E, Goodfellow testified that be
exumined the body found at the Mamie I&.
mine. His deuth resulted from gunshot
wounds, There were two charscter of
wounds, a1l in the head and face. Bome
of the wounds were made by backshol,
and snother by & 45 calibre bullet. The
furmer wounda were not necessarily fatal,
‘but the latier must have caused instantan=
eus desth. Judging from everything I
suw around there, the man must have been
killed while Iylnﬁ down. Am inclined to |
think the man did not commit suicide;
could nol walk from the tent to the house
ufter recerving the wounds, The body was
in a very decom state,

Deputy Sheriff Hardy testified that he
accompanied the coroner to the Mamie R
mine on Tuesday murnlnﬁ. and again in
the afiernoon, and saw no ditference made
in the pusition of the body during the in=
terval between both visits,

Bevedict Endlich was sworn, and testi=
fied that he was i laborer and worked some
distance below town. Hia brother Jacob
had been workine at the Mamie R. mine,
but left there s little over & week ngo. His
brother left town last Monday on the stage
Does nol know of his whereabouts.
suld he was gouing to Uontention and
would stay there if he got a job. Have
not heard from him since. M{ brother
nijm.l two nights In my cabin, but quar-
reled with another man that was stoppio
there and left, Ho was addicted 1o cn
playing. Had a 44.calibre Winchester
carbine when e went away and had my
shotgon wt the mine. Rewurned the gun
to me some time last week, ImldT:n
few days ngo.

Henry SultZman testified that hearing of
a man being dead at the Mamie R mine,
he went to the undertaker's <hop and rec-
ognized the clothes us thoso owned and in
the possession of Earnest Bodines. He
had known the deceased for about nine
months and was on intimate terms with
him. He must have between $300 and
$400 in his fon ; had worked steady
ut four dollars a day since last February,
Never pul money in s bank snd had it
either on his person or at his cabin. Was
n sober, steady man; did not know that
hie had any enemies,

At this point the inquest was adjourned
until tea o'clock to.day.

Testimony Damaging to
Eadiich,
The inquist regarding the death of Earn-
est Bodenes, was continued by Coronor
Matthews ad the rooms of undertaker Rit-
ter, yesterday afternoon. The testimony
was not of a startling nature, but sufficient
to throw n glamor of dark suspicion on
Jacob Endlich, the partner of the murder-
ed man, Fred Bchuliz, proprietor of the
Lion brewery bLeing sworn, testified that
he saw Bodines torthe last time about five
o'clock, last Baturday evening, st his sa-
loon oa Allen street.  Ie remained in the
saloon about twenty minutes and was per-
fectly sober. He came in with Endlich’s
brotber. The witneas visited him at the
mine on the 30ch, and presented a bill for

2160. He purchased the bill from a forn-
er er of Bodines. Eundlich und Be=
dines seemed to he good friends at the
time, snd came into town together in the
evening. He did not see him again until
last Saturday. Bodines was employed by
me st the Dragoons about & yeur ago,work.
ing a prospect. He did notdo right at the
Drugoons und I and himself had a cool=
ness, His partner got sick, and he lefu
him alonein the camp without either wi-
ter or attendunce. The deserted man
might have famished were he not discove

valley on the way. The Husachues troops
scout from the post to Thompson's com.
mand. A detachment of troops is station-
ed at Lewis' Springs, and two men travel
daily from that point to Huachuca, nnd
two men from the lstter post patrol to
Lewis' camp daly. Col. Perry is still at
Willcox and scouts aro daily sent out from
that point, thus almost completely (hrow.
a network of scouts over the southeastern
border of Arizona.

He was pelther drunk or excited
but was in & hurry to get the guns, suying
that he was xuiufg to leave town i the
moming aud would not huve time 1o come
nod get it.  He never slept st my house.
Could not have slept there unknown o
|tl|u. Did not sex much money in his pos-
Hion.

Charles Rodiz testified to having a guar-
rel with Bodioes st Champion Wells,
where Gilbert now lives. He would have
killed me were it not for the interference
of friends, Wus u very amiuble man when
sober, but quarrelsome when drunk. Bo-
dines always curried a revulver.

George Pridbam, being sworn, testitled
that be was prasent at tho Mamie R. mine
when the dead body was examined. Coutd
not sbeolutely recognize the festures, but
wus pretty certain that the remains were
those of Earnest Bodines. He was in
charge of the Mamie R. mine. and had
Jucob Endlich working with him. Last
saw him alive about 11 a. m,, on May #1st.
He was in my store in company with End.
lich. They were quarreling. ]gndlich wis
very violent, while Bodines was pacific.
Endlich was the aggressor throughout.
They talked in German and I could not
understand them. Endlich sometimes
cursed in english, and also used vile ex-

pressions in that language. Called End-

l

tich to come forward, sign a receipt and
get his woney, but be was 100 inter=
ested in the quarrel to take any
notice of me, I supposed the dispute was
over a partnership scitlenient. Did not
notice firearms on either.

Herman Septien, proprictor of the Ari-
wona brewery, wus next sworn and testitied
that be knew both parties well. Bodines
wis at the Anzons brewery abuut five
o'clock on Saturduy, he was perfectly so-
ber. He was a very quiet man, but when
exclted or upder the influence of liquor
wus in the habit of using vigorons lun-
guage, When Le wus in the brewery he
was cursing Schuliz in consequence ol a
bill he had presented to him. He must
huve about §300 or $400. About u month
ago he came to me and got §100 in bills
fur guid. e exhibiwd a couple of hun-
dred dollars in bills on that oceasion. He
kept Lis money in & large brown pocket
book. Did not know ol s difficully be-
tween him and Endlich. Bought & shot-

un from Benedict Endlich; paid him
?25 forit. The gun is worth sbout §50.

{e was very anxious that I should buy it;
gave me 8 relonding appuratus aod some
ammunition with the gun, There were
two empty shells in the gun and both bur.
rels were dirty. Endlich deposited §80
with me Sunday morning. Jacob Endlich
transferred & {mlr interest in his cabin to
his brother, Benedict Endlich, at my sa-
loon on Sundsy morning,

Erwin Platt, an employee of the stage
company, testified that Endlech departed
on the stage Monday, und was
very impatient, inquiring  several
times within an hour what tle the stage
would start, He had & heavy revolver,
and a muzzle loading shotgun along with
him. He inquired 1 he could buy a
ticket beyond Contention. v

This ended the testimony, and the jury
witudrew and brought in & verdict thal

the decessed had died from the effects of

gunshot wounds inflicted by some person
or ’Ferwnu to them unknown.
hursday Benedict Endlich testified that

hiis brother Jacob slept at the house of

Fred Schultz. ‘The latter flatly contradict-
ed that yeslerday. Endlich slio testified
that the reloading apparutus sttached to
the shotgun w+s destroyed in the lawe fire,
Herman Leptren flatly contradicted that
vesterday by testifying 1hat he got the ap.
tnrutus in question with the gun. The

uckshot also given Leptren by Endlich
is identical with that tuken out of the
brain of the murdered man. The fact ol
Jucob Endlich inquiring if he could pur-
chase a ticket bey. nd Conteation destroys
the assertion of his brother that Iw_uu'iy
meant to go as far as Contention il be
could get work at the latter place.

GARCIA'S FIGHT.

Full Particulars of the Apache
‘Waterloo.

Bravery of the Mexiean Troops.

Cusmrus, Boxonro, Mexico, May 19, 1882,

One cannot but admire, as the details are
known, the pluck and courage of the
Mexican troops who were engaged in the
battle, fought on the 20th of April last, st
the Canadu de log Elisos, between one ol
the columps of Gen. Reyes army, under
command of Lorenzo Garcis, and the
band of murderous Apaches, who recently

stole away from San Carlog and mude
their way into Mexico. Thiscolumn bud
been out scouting the mountaing for some
weeks afller lodians, and us toeir pro
vision had become exhausted two duys be-
fure, were on their return again to Burispi.
when to their surprise, they saw Lo the
porth of them & large cloud of dust, and at
once concluded thut it must be made by
Indiuns, as neither troops nor convoys
were expected from that quarter, Cul
Gurcias immediately disputched his scouls
10 ascertain the cause, und they, on return:
ing, repurted u large band of Indiuns, head.
ing direcy for the Cunuda, where they were
encamped, Col. Garcis then guve the
command to his troops to form in line of
battle, and udvance and meet the Indlans
und attack them and the column 1o curry
out this order, had to march for a consider-
able distance, when it, too, was discovered
by the Iudisns, und preparations for the
fight commenced on both sides. The
Mexioan troops numbered but 100, all told,
who first entered the battle, as the duy be-
fore a party ol sixty bad been detached
from the column to make & scoul in the
nght direction and were to join it aguin
luter in the day. After viewing the luo-
dians us they were placing themselves in
battle urray, the commander at once knew
that be wopld have to fight against lear-
ful odds, at least two for one, but nothing
daunted by the overwhelming numbers,he
e his toops the command to engage the
diaps and dislodge them from their
position. The troons gul:umly charged
and drew from the Indians a murderoas
fire, and then commenced one of the most
desperate, obstinate and fearful battles
ps ever recorded in the annals of In.
dian warfare, It was no massacre; no
ambush; no surprise. The ejmbatunts
were equally armed and each party bad
ample time for prepaiation, the sdvantage
belng solely with the Indiang in numbers.
The troops would cnarge the Indisns and
the Indisns in return would churge the
troops, and &t times the baltle wou i be
come & hand to hund fighy, the treops us-
ing the bayonet und the Indians the butts
of their gune, neither losing time to loud
and fire. The Indians fell buck o liwe
and adopted the mope modern system ol
warfare, for during the .;:gugement they
dug & ritle pit and J:I in it eight ol
their best riflemen, and then changed Ltheir
position to behind it, to an almost natural
entrenchment to support the pit, and from
these strongholds were killed and wound-
ed many of the Mexican loss. Cuol. Garei
suw nt once that he would have to dis=
lodge the Indians from these positions or
lose the fight, and st orce ordered one of
his officers (whose name I did not learn)
to form & column of 26 men and caarge
the pit and take it at all hazards, The col-
umn was formed and it gallantly and
bruvely moved forth to execute the order
of the commander in the face of a mur-
derous fire from the Indians, and only sue-
ceeded in getting sbout Lalf the distance
to the pit when the column wavered and
relurned, 'eaving eight of their comrades
dend and severnl wounded. Aguin the
gullant commander guve the commund Lo
replace the men killed and wounded in
the charging column and again charge
with the bayonet alone and dislodge the
Indians from the pit. This time the
chuarge was successfal, not an Iolian es-
cnpeﬁewlm was in the pit,
ALL KILLED BY THE BAYONET.

The Indians from the intrenchment then
mude u furious charge on the storming
column, butthe brave commander of the
troops soon vbserved this movement und
moved forward his whole command to the
suppert of his troops who had wrested the
[:il'. from the Indians, and again snother

and and hand fight took place, the troops
vigorously using their buyonots nnd the
buts of their guns, until Anully the Indiung
were driven hack to their entrenchment.
Al this stage of the battle arrived the sixty
men who had left the column the auy be-
fure, and who imwmediately enterea the
fight, and alter one or two more feeble at.
tempts by the Indians te retrieve their loss,
they ingloriously fled from the field the
had so desperately and stubbornly defend.
ed for over seven hours m the battle, leav=
10g in the hands of the victorious troops
as prisopers their women and children
whom they had fought so hard to defend,
aa well as nearly all their stock.

Hardly Lad the battle ended—the wound-
ed and deada still unattended to and lying
upon the battle-field—when to their dis-
may annther cloud of dust, and much
larger than the first, was observed Ly tho

troops a few milesto the north and making

hieadway for the Conada, Tha brave com.
mander aguia called his beroic hittle band
of almost starved, balf=bars footed and fu=
tigued troops to form n line of baitle and
await the enemy; takipg from his own
soldiers all the cartridges they had left and
supplyivg them to the Btate troops, und
communding the former to rely an soleli'
fight with their bayonets as the ammuni-
tion hud given out, The State troops com-
menced W murmer at this order, nnd the
officers advised the commander to fill back
in direction of Buvispe, us the troops wers
unuble to stund another fight from hunger
and fatigue, and that hardly any ammuoi-
tion hud been left.  His only answer wis,
that they “would whip in the fight or they
would «il die nght then and there.” Again
4 purly was senl (o reconnoitre the advan=
¢ing colump, when their dismay snd mur-
wurs were turned 1nto joy on beholding,
tustead of Indinns as they had expected,
American troops who had passed into
Mexico from Arizona following ihe trail
of the renegade Indians they had so justly
und at.-vere"' whipped not an hour before.
After the iuwncan troops bad come up
and # hasty exchange of civilities between
the two commanders, the Mexican com=
mander naked of the Ameridun if he had
permission to pass with his armed troaps
into Mexico, and when the American to'd
him he had and presented him with his
permission from General Fuers, the Fede-
il commander of Chihuahug, they were
most jovfully and gladly received by the

hungry and tired Mexican troops, and were
informed of the battle that had just been
fought with the band of Indians they were
pursuing. The American troops struck
cump and asked of the Mexican comman-
der permission to make & recomnaissance
of the battle-field and render any assist=
ance in thewr ]auwcr, which was most will-
ingly granted. The wounded were soon
taken from the ficld and the dead buried,
the surgeons accompanying the American
kindly volenteering their services, which
wig most g ally aceepted, w uttend and
operate upon the wounded: wlile others
..l‘ the American troops soon improvised a
hasty and substantial breakfast for their
Mexicon brethren in arms,

The Mexican officers and troops all
speak in the highest terias of the kind and
generous treatment received at tha hands
of the Americans, nnd more especially of
the douetors, whose kind services i sitent'
ing and ullevinting the sutferings of the

wounded will  ever be gratefully
remembered. They amputated the
leg of one poor fellow and

the arm of anotber, who without this kind
service, would have died; slso left me.d!.-
