Covnt Hovsx axp  Jamn,—The first
building which attracts attention when
nearing town from the north or east is the
Conurt House, loeated on Lacour street,
ruwote from the business centre, beyond
the reach of any stray sliofs whieh might
be fired where the popaiacs wost do con-
gregate, and removed from the noise
and busy life in the ecenter of the
town. The building presents a
good  external appearance, and the
sight of such an imposing edifice is
calenluted to give the traveler a good in-
pression of our conuty and town, The
Court House is aboat 60x40 feet in di-
mensions, and two stories high. The
main eutranee is in the ewst end.  On
the right of the spacions hall is to be
found first the Sherif™s office, for which
two rooms are used.  Next comes the
effice of the Treasurer, and next to that
the office ocenpied jointly by the Asies-
sor andl Supenintendent of Schools. The
first oflice on the left of the main en-
trance is that of the Anditor and Recorder
to whose use two rooms are assigned,
Just at the foot of the stnirway the office
of the District Attorney is losuted, und
Ueyond  that  the Connty SBurveyor's
oftice.  fseending the stairway the
County Clerk's office is found first. Two
rooms are appropriated for the use of
that officer. Opposite this office are the
chnmters of District Judge Fuller. Next
to thedudge schambers is the room for the
meclings of the Board of County Com-
missionors.  In the woest end of the up-
per story is the Distriet Court room,
which in dimensions is abost 40330 feet.
Within the railing, which is for the use
of the Conrt and its officers, thers ix a
space of nbout 3x20 feet. The building
14 very subgtantinl, and having been re-
plastered und hard finished, bids fair to
endure wany years. The County Jail is
immediately in the renr, and is & strong
building, cupable of batlling the skill of
the expert jail breaker, 1t 15 two stories
high, and abont 30 feet square. The
fipper story is ocoupisd by the Jailor—

the lower story for the confinement of
prisoners, It containg three cells, and
an open apace about 12520 feet. At the
main entratcs isn massive iron door,
which is fustened by n heavy lock.  The
cost of both Court House ind County
Jail is between $75,000 and $80,000,

Tue Rarrie.—Night Lefore last the
vafle for the house and lot, with the
furniture, late the property of Jesse
Beene, Cedar street, came off ut the
Paluce Club Rooms., The affair drew
quite a crowd,  Umpires and a clerk
were enguged, amd the whole affuir
passed off satisfuctorily.
