The Grand Jury, empaneled Dec. 5,
1872, beg leave to make the following
report:

We have investigated 11 coses present-
ed by the District Attorney ignoring
six, and finding five indictments, as fol-

lows: Grand larceny, one; assault with
intents to commit rape, one; murder,
one; perjury, one; burglary, one.

In the matter of official bonds, the
Grand Jury would respectfully suggest
that the County Commissioners cause
th e following officers to file Additional
bonds in the amounts specified: Smith
Gray, ?3,000; Albert Staples, $4,000; J.
H. Goodrich, $5,000; W. H. Henderson,
(Auditor,) $2,500; W. H. Henderson,
(Recorder,) $5,000; E. Scboppmann,
$5,000; George Goldthwaite, $5,000; K.
J. Hanley, $2,500.

We have examined the books of the
different county offices, and find them
correctly kept and in good order, with
the exception of the books of the Justice
of the Peace of Pioche Township who,
partly from a press of business, but, in
the opinion of this Grand Jury, more
from dereliction of duty than otherwise,
has not written up his docket or posted
his books.

We find the late Sheriff delinquent in
the sum of about $3,500, on account of
licenses sold; and the late Assessor de-

linquent in the Bum of about $900, on
account of mining taxes collected. We
recommend that steps be immediately
taken to collect these sums, that the
county may suffer no loss. In the opin-
ion of this Grand Jury the bonds of these
defaulting officers are good and sufficient
for the amounts.

The Special Committee appointed to
examine county buildings report as fol-
lows:

That we examined the rooms of the
county hospital. The patients express
themselves satisfied with the treatment
they receive from the physician and
nurses. But the building is entirely too
small for the accommodation of the num-
ber of sick usually under charge, and we
would suggest that the Board of County
Commissioners cause an addition to be
built of sufficient size to comfortably ac-

commodate at least ten additional
patients.

We have examined the Court-hous- o

and jail. The contractors who replas-tere- d

the Conrt-hous- e have done their
work in a good and workmanlike man-
ner. We find the jail in good order and
condition, but entirely too small for the
accommodation of the many prisoners
confined therein, and would suggest that
the upper story, now occupied Jliy the
jailor and his family, be used for the
confinement of those imprisoned for
minor offenses. We deem it wrong to
confiue those charged with misdemean-
ors with prisoners charged with high
crimes. We further recommend that
there be a separate apartment for the
imprisonment of females; and also
Btrongly urge the immediate construc-
tion of or ventilators, connect-
ing with the jail water-clo.iet- of suffi-
cient capacity to convey from the build-
ing the offensive odor now existina.
