Shoe and Railways. The first stuge
coach in America left Boston from the
Kite of 90 North street, in 1661. The
first line of stage coaches between Bos-
ton slid New York was established in
1732, a roach leaving each city once a
month. Fourteen days was required to
compk-t- the journey. Iu 1802 the mail
started from Boston for New York on
Monday morning at 8 o'clock, and wits
due at New York at noon on Friday. On
April 7, 1831, the first truiu of railway
passenger curs started from Boston for
S'eedhaiu, to which place tbe Woroester
Railway was then opened. The Western
Railway was opened to Albany on the
31st uf December, 1811. Railways did
not cross tbe Mississippi ltiver until
1851. On the Klih of Muy, 1869, they
reached the Pacific. Boston was thus
tlie tin,, to iuangarate both stages and
railways. Tbe number of miles of railr-

oad iu Ihe world is 140.000, of which
aw in the United States.
