VEVTULATIOX OP MIXES.

we take from the Rocklale Observer
(England), the following dcsciiplion of
a new ventilating apparatus invented bv
a Mr. Filling:

The principle is to force nir drawn
from the atmoaphere by direct action,into the mine, and by means of pipe,and other suitable channels convey it to
any portion of said mine. To effect
this purpose, the method to be adoptedia to use a number of cylinders attached
to a horizontal steam engine, but differ-in- g

from the latter in this respect that
the steam ia not forced into the cylinderbnt the cranks which draw the pistons'
in the air cylinders backwards and for-
wards are turned by a pnlley, at the end
of the crank shaft, which is driven bysteam. At eaoh stroke tha piston, which
is constructed on the same principle as
the common pump, draws air into the
cylinder which ia afterwards forced with
great Telocity throngh a pipe into a
chamber, and thence through conduct
pipes to any portion of the mine, or
throughout its whole extent, so as to
cause a constant current of pure air. The
invention which is very simple, yet
thoroughly efficient, will enable colliery
proprietors to dispense with the large
furnaces, fans, etc, which are in us, for
drawing foul air out of mines; for with
Mr. Filling's apparatus the air can be
conveyed to any particular spot in un-
limited quantities. fly these means the
mine may be supplied with pnre atmos-
pheric air, which will dilute or displace
the foul air, and that without decreasing
he ntmoBpheric pressnre, as is the cose

when the ordinary principle of exhaus-
tion ia adopted, which favors the emis-
sion of dangerous gases, while at the
same time it will effect. local ventilation.
Any number of cylinders may lie at-
tached together in order to produce a
large pressure at one spot, or it may be
so arranged that a nnmber of small pipes
can be coupled to the air chamber and
carried to any distance with the pressure
being decreased. The invention may be
applied to any mine, or for a vast num-
ber of other purposes of ventilation.
Mr. Filling has made it to act on the op-
posite principle to that usually adopted
in ventilating mines, which is by exhaus-
tion, which necessitates a diminution of
atmospheric pressure; and it therefore
follows that by the present arrangement
uot only can the ordinary pressure be
maintained, but it can be increased to
any desired amount, thereby diluting
any explosive gas or preventing its issno
at low pressure.
