the map business was readily under-
stood. They did not like to have the
party go through their country, and de-
clared positively thut so large n plrx
strangers should not. In San Fran
seversl old Mezicann and others who had
some knowledge of the Cocopnhs, told
Mr. James that no one hnd as yot bean
able to penetrute that country, and that
those who hnd made the atiempt had
lost their lives. A compromise of doubt-
ful meaning was finally made by which
Meanra. James and Purdy were to be al-
lowed to with oue man and &
pack-horse. Nothing danoted they com-
plied with the demaud and sot oot on
their journey. They woro followed by
tho Indians eon y, and occasionally
the Iatter would come into camp.
