Greatl Inuudation  In Ruasls, with
Hleavy Loss of Property.

New Youx, Nov, 6.—Foreign papers
| received contain particalars of the inns-
iation ol St. Paterstiueg by the overflow
| of the Novi on the 14th of October. The
weather bad Dein unusuudly wirm durs
ing tho day, aud ot suoset it beonme evi-
dent that o storm was appronching. The
water vose mpidiy, and the lower parts of
town were completely flooded. By two
o'clock n the mworning the water waus
almost ton feet ubove Tthe usual height,
#0 that it Howed fnto wany streets which
had not bs submergad since the great in-
undation of 1824; some of the thorough-
fares were literally converted iuto rivers;
trees in public gardons were broken or
uprooted; ships in the river were torn
from their anchorsge, and thrown agaipst
tloating bridges —all of which were more
or less damaged. Telegraphie commu-
uicstion was suspended, many posts
were thrown down and wires torn awny.
At the extremity of Vassilie Astroff sov-
ernl coasting ships floated into the strects.
The wooden puvement was destroyed,
fences were carried  away, chimuneys
thrown down und roofs torn off. The
poor people were panic stricken aund
muny wore obliged to abandon the little
property they possessed, being only too
glud to save their lives; some were taken
off in boats. The Zoological Gardens
werae completoly under water, and the
proprictors bad great  diffculty in saving
the animals, Tho effects of the slorm
were felt for many miles sround St
Potersburg, There wore no less than four
fires, and the Hoad of the Police was nt
his wit's end, ns one disister after an-
other wus reported.  Boom after two
o'clock the wind veered to the north, and
the current being no longer impeded, the
water fell ns rapidly ss it bad risen. The
loss of property is immense, but it is

believed nt St. Petershurg that no lives
wero lost.
