- WATER.

On the fat prairie near the Red River,
tho water is not very good and by some
it is set down as alkaline, but such does
notseem Lo be the cage.  The only water
to be obtained, except by deep digging,
is sorface water, which contains more
or less vegetable matter., The wells are
practically clay basins from which there
15 no escape and the water is liable to be-
come impure, the smneasif in a cistern
or barrel This view is sustained by
tho fact that the water is not unpleas-
ant when the well is fivst dug, and when
bad beeomes good again on  digging
deeper. The same troublo was mel
with in the flat prairies in lilinois, In-
diana and Michigan,

{met a Catholie priest at Sheyenne,
who 13 now stationed at Moorhead. [He
has been familiae with Dakota for the
past thicteen years, and inforus me that
wrter can Le obtained readily on the un-
dulating praivies by digging from twelve
Lo twenty feet,

There are several salt and alkaline
lakes 6n the road, but in wicir immedi-
ate vicinity good water is found,; such is
the case at Crystal Springs, forty miles
west of Jamestown., At this point I
met Prof, Kames, a geologist of some
note, who is employed by private parties
to explore Dakota. He agrees with the

Though woch has been said of alkali
in conneetion with Dakota prairies, I
did not see an acre of land rendered un-
productive by reason of it. Tsaw indi-
cations of alkali, but it was left only by
evaporation; it is not on the surface.
Sali, gypsum and alkaliexist in the vi-
zinity of Crystal Springs,

in quantities satlicient to pay for work-
ing. Thereare several salt and alkaline
laked in the vicinity of Crystal Springs.

At Jamestown 1 first met with the
famous

BUNCH GRASS,

on which the buffalo delight {o feed.

The prairies from the James to the
Migsouri rivers are covered with it. Tt
is claimed that the buffalo, deer, ante-
lope, &c., live on this grass all winter.
It matures before the frosts, and retains
nuiriment until replaced by new in' the
spring. I rode thirty-six miles behind
a horse which had lived on the prairie
all winter ; ho hadbeen taken up only
two weeks before.

We saw many flocks of

ANTELOPE
on the route. In one there were nine:
in another more than wo could count.
The conductor informed ns that he
killed one a few days before, and that it
was in exgellent condition.  We did
not see any e¢lk but others whom we met
did.
SHERF GROWING,

I could not help but admire” this
country for the apparceni, advantages it
possesses to those contemplating sheep
culture. Sheep conld feed till late in
the fall on the bunch grass of (he Mis-
souri Valley, and in case of short fecd,
conld be turned.out early in the
spring, or, indeed, half the winter,
without danger of starving. The stone
on the pairies couid be used to advan-
tage in making shelter for them. In
localities where water is scarce sheep
couid be raised, because they ruarely
drvink. The morning dews will satisfy
them.

There is comparatively little meadow
land in this country, but corn can be
sown broadeast, and a cheaper and bet-
ter fodder raised.  Straw produced
here should be free from rust, bright,
and good for {odder.

CLIMATE,

The climate of the Missouri Valley is
much milder than that of Minncsota.
The fall of snow is much lighter,
and the spring two weeks earlier,at Jeast.
I noticed grass vesterday five or six i
ches high, the praitics are quite green,
and stock feeding upon them. I'he
river is opeisordinally about the first
of April-—this year about the middle of
April.  Gov. Marshall and cthers who

This country lacks timber; from Fargo
to Bismarck there is no timber oxcept
that skirting the rivers. At Bismasek
there is a considerable body, prinipally
cottonwood, though there is somo oak,
ash, ete. Last winter logs for five hun-
dred thousand feet of lumber were cut
from’'it. The timber grows on the rives
boitoms—none on the high prairies.
In a former letter I called attention
to the value of the timber on the line
of the N. P. R. R. in Minnesots. Sinc
I have scon the necessity for timlii
here [ am much moro deeply impressed
with its value, and reaffirm my opiniou
that the most valuable laud owned h:.'
the N. P. R. R., is the timber iand in
the region of Duluth and Brainerd,

' COAl

is found in great abundance on the
Missouri River. The conl measures
arc supposed to rest.on the granite, the
sand and lime stones all being absent
Coal exists in a suceession of beds sixiy
fect deep, the beds from eight to twenty

two fect thick.” There is a coal Led
now oren, on the river about forty
miles above Bismarck. Coal is found
in gicater abuidance nearer by, west of
the river.

GOVERNMENT LAXD,

But little governmeet land has been
taken in Northern Dakota. The lands
along the Red and Missouri Rivers were
bui recently surveyed. The plats have
not yet been returned to the land of-
fice so that no entries have as yet been
made—the'settlers haye only*‘squatted.”
The plats are expected daily however.
There is some excellent land within
three miles of Bismarck still vacant;
some claims on which there is timber.

Thera is a fine field for settlers in
the Mis.ouri Valley. There wiil be a
homeo demad for all they can raise for
some time, and when they desire to ship
their produce they will have the advan-
tage of the river aud the railroad. Al-
ready nearly one hundred families have
settled on government land in this vi-
cinity.

But my letter is already long and I
liave not toid you of

3 BISMARCK
a town which just now attracts more
attention than any town in the United
States and which, in importance, is des-
tined to be second to none in the West.
It is situated 450 miles west of Lake
Superior, at the Northern Pacific cross-
ing of the Missouri River, which is
navigable for hundreds of miles north
of it,in a rich agricultural region, and
within easy access of the rich mineral
regions of Montana, not to speak of the
coal, salt, gypsum and other miverals
in the immediate vicinity. Thereis no
reason why it should not make as good
a point a3 St. Paul, and better than
Omaha and other towns on the lower
Missouri, because it will come up with-
out the opposition they were subject to.
Everything in Northern Dakota will
center at Bismarck. Itwillbe the head-
quarters of all military operations in
this portion of the country. Mining
operations will be arganized here, and
from here tho coal mines of the Terri-
tory will be developed. Large numbers
of men will be employed in these opera-
tions, and railread lines will be extended
from here to the mines. Tt will be the
Yeadquarters for futurc operations by
the Northern Pacific. Their shops will
be here. A year or two heuce the road
will be extended, and this will be their
base of operations. Till then it wifl be
the terminus of one of the greatest rail-
roads on the continent, a railroad hay-
inga grant of land the largest of any
in the world—23,000 acres to the mile
through this and othur Territories, half
as wuch through Minnesota and Oregon—
and that land chiefly good farming land,
which will sell readily at from five to
eight dollars per acre, and some of it at

the road s extended, ag this iz the near-
est railroad point to that Territory.
FIEST SETTLEMENT.
The first settlement was made at Bis-

marck in June, 1872, aud several
buildings were put up last fall. Prob-
ably 200 people wintered here.
PROGRESS.
To-day there are, all tuld, about

seventy bulidings at Bismarck and
about six hundred people. The track
of the Northern Pacific Railroad was
extendéd to within thirty-five miles of
the Missouri River last fall, and is now
being completed at the rate of two
miles per dey. It will reach the river
hy the first of June. A few weeks later
there will be 2,500 people bero.  They
are coming {rom every (uarter to engage
io ali sorts of business. The buildings
put up so far are cheap concerns; the
luwber was green and expensive, and
pergons Luilding hurried.

W. B. Shaw & Co., of St. Paul, have
a fine store 100x25 feot, literally packed
with goods. They engaged in trade
early last fall,
over $60,000 werth of goods. They
have opened a deposit baok, and are do-

Mr. Lyon
assures me that the Presbyterians will
artninly put up a charch at Bismarck
this summer. [ have no doubt subserip-

tions wonld gladly bo received by him

BUILDING WATERIAL.

There is excellent brick clay at Bis
marck, and 60,060 hrick were manufac-
tured last seagon. The yard is now in
full blast. Tdoubtif therois any build-
ing stone in this vicinity, but **hard-
heads” on the prairie will come in ex-
cellent play for vaderpinning. Avrange-
ments have been mada for shipping in
large quantities of pine lumber and
other material for building. Pine has
been selling at $100 per m., cottonwood
$81, cottonwood shingles $8.00 per m.
Pine will no donbt be farnished at from
%50 to 45 per m. so soon as the track
iy completed.

MISCELLANROUS.

The snow was all gone in Bismarck
in March and tho boys have since had
high times playing base ball, the sol-
diers furnishing one nineand the citi-
zons the other. The snow fail of last
winter was but six inches. Excellent
water i3 obtained at Bismarck by dig-
ging from 30 to 60 feet, The peoplsare
contented and have faith in the future.

In addition to the businesz now at
Bismarck mentioned above 1 might
speak of many eaterprises under way,
but T have told you what there is, and
it shall be the duty of the Bismarck
Trisoxe to report from time to time,
additions.
