Tilt ARREST OF WOODS. 

The day following the shooting, Smith 
appeared before -Justice Van Etten and 
made, a complaint, charging -"William 
Woods with feloniously and unlawfully 
shooting at Wm. Smith with a pistol 
loaded with gunpowder and leaden balls 
with intent lo kill and murder," etc. 
A warrant was issued and placed in the 
hands of Coroner Slaughter, and Woods 
was brought before tho court. The case 
beingfcalled, the defendant entered a 
plea of "not guilty." Williams and Da­
vis appeared for the prosecution. The 
defendant waived an examination, and 
was admitted to bail in the sum of 
$2,000. We understand that Messrs 
White and M*3on became his sponsors. 

Wo have but a few words to add to 
this affair. Mr. Woods is the Sheriff of 
this county, and as such his conduct is 
even more open to comment than it 
would otherwise be. Of his past his­
tory we know very little, further than 
that he served wi th distinction and credit 

duiing the war, and left the servicc 
yr^ayng the straps of a Major. lie has 

been considerd a good man ex-
be'pt'when under the influence of liquor, 

I anfl" ft a j* ttiafrryi J^rm personal friends in

cause of tho quarrel, as we understand 
it, grew out of an old feud caused by 
the rough treatment of Woods' boy (a 
well behaved lad of M years) by Smith,

Mr. Woods still fills the re­
sponsible position of Sheriff of Burleigh 
county. Far be it from us to attempt 
to assume the duties of either judge or 
jury in the case; and it is one of funda­
mental principles of common justice 
that ft man shall be deemed innocent 
until proven guilty; bnt at tlu same 
time we submit that it is not the thing 
that any man, resting even under the 
imputation of such a crime, should oc­
cupy a position that is naturally sup­
posed to be above reproach. Wo ^here-
fore call upon the Board, which meets 
to-morrow, to take some decided action 
in the matter.

Important Deoisioi?. 

Chief -Justice Shannon last week de­
cided, in a test case at Pembina, that in 
all ntw counties of the Territory where 
the Legislative Assembly had neglected, 
purposely or intentionally, to provide 
Circuit or District Courts, all cases not 
properly under tho jurisdiction of Jus­
tice Courts, or appeals therefrom, must 
come directly before Supremo or other 
Territorial courts. This decision is an 
important one for Bismarck, as we have 
been heretofore absolutely without, 
couits othor fliRn Justice Courts. This 
decision needs the assenting opinion of 
but one other member of tho Supremo 
Bench before becoming an absolute law.
