This is  the result  
of  the efforts  ol  some of the ci t izens 
of  this  place to represent  to the au­
thori t ies  that  i t  was the dusire of  
the people of this  county,  now that  
the Poncas have been taken away,  to 
have the Sioux located where the Pon­
cas were.  The prospect  of  having a  
large:  band of Sioux near with the fat  
contracts  and jobs connected there­
with should not  so dazzle any one as 
to make him forget  the exposed and 
dangerous condit ion that ,  many ol  our 
homesteaders and farmers would be in 
if  these famous cut- throats ,  many of 
whom assisted in the butchery of 
Custer  and his  men only a  year ago,  
should be located 0 1 1  the north side 
of the Niobrara.  A number of the 
Bohemians have lost  their  s tock by 
the raids of  these very Indians,  and 
i t  seems utterly impossible for  them 
to get  any compensation for  their  loss.  
One of them, Mr.  Brabcrnec,  had two 
children kil led and his  wife severely 
wounded by these red devils .  Cer­
tainly no one ought to blame them
