THE NEZ PERCES.

Letter from Bishop Whipple Concerning
Their Treatment,

Bishop Whipple has recently writen a
very interesting letter on the above suhject.
The following extract deserves careful read-

*In 1867, Senator Neamith, from Oregon,
was & member of & commission to exsmine
into the Indian administrationon the Pacific
slope. He says of the gords furnished to
the Indians, ‘I have examined invoices of
purchases made by the department, or its
agents, in eastern cities, where the prices
were from 50 to 100 per cent. above market
value. I have found the goods worthless
aud deficient in quantity. Among them
were steel spades made of sheet iron ; chop-
L:ing axes which were purely cast iron ; best

with lpapcr soles ; blankets made of
shoddy and glue.’ Forty dozen elastic gar-
ters were sent to a tribe in which there were
not a sinfle pair of stockings. He says the
law requires goods to be sent upon the requi-
sition of the agent. Agent Huntington
asked for ‘small steel plows,’ they sent him
‘fancy mirrors.” He asked for ‘harness for
ponies,’ and they sent ‘frying-pans.’ He
asked for ‘axes and grain cradles,’ and they
sent him ‘scinsore and iron spoons.’ Senstor
Nesmith recounts the provisions of the
treaty with the Nez Perces Indians and

says: ‘None of these excellent provisions
have been performed.’” He pa ese Indi-
ans a high meed of praise. ey are the

finest specimens of the aboriginal race to be
found on the continent. They are brave
and warlike and of good habits. They have
always been the friend of the white man.
I am surprised that they have exercised so
much forbearance under the wrongs and in-
justice which they have suffered.’”
