Ouply a few days ago
the Tribune announced that this rosd had
about succerded in purchasing the Chicugo
and Pacific railroad, which will enable it 10
run its Western Union and [ows braoches
direct to this clty instead of by way of Mil-
waukee, and now comes the report that it
has purchased the Dakota Southern, better
known as the Wicker road, because it wax
bailt and until now run by Mr. C. G. Wick-
er of this city. The Dakota Southern runs
from Bioux City, Iows, to Yankton, Dakotas,
s distance of sixty-one miles. The Bioux
City and Pembina railroad is said to be in-
cluded in the purchase. The evident design
of the Milwaukee and 8t. Paul railroad in
purchasing this road seems to be to get con-
trol of the principel routes to the Black
Hille and to Manitobs. The Milwankee &
St. Paul is also reported to bave obtained
control of the Southerd Minnesota railroad,
and will noon take charge of the same.
This road rune from La Crosse, Wis., to
Pipestone, near Bioux Falls, and is being
pushed forward to Yaokwn. The length of
this road ia 296 miles. [t has slso a sur-
veyed line to Bismarck, Dak. With thes
roads in its powesion the Milwaukee & S:.
Paul is ic® an excellent position to control
the bulk of the business from the Hills, and
will, besides, be enabled to make an eflective
fight againust the Bioux City & St. Paul rail-
road,which has been hobnobbing lately wi'h
Jay Gould.

AN EXCITING COMBAT.

A Pair of Mountalin Liens and a Pair of
Black Hills Hunters Take a Turn.
Rapid City Journal,

We beve just recelved the perticulars of
A lerific combat with mountsin Jions down
on the Chbeyenne river, near the hot springs,
ibout forty miles south of Custer City
Las week Mr. Bowen, proprietor of the
Peovsylvania House, in Rockerville, ano
Mr. Riley Gibson, of Hill City, went down
on tbhe Cheyeone on a hunting excursion,
selectiog for their field a section of coun! y
seldom entered by hunters. They b d
succeeded in killing two aeer, and were
‘ollowing a third one, which they bad dis-
sbled, when Mr. Gibson, who was in the
ead, ran right into den of four mountaio
ions—a full grown male and female,
with two half-grown young ones. The
lions were denned under shelving rocks,and
the first notice Mr. Gibson had of his fright-
ful situation was the sight of the blazing
green eyes of the dam as she furiously
sprang towards him. He was taken com-
pletely by surprise. All he could do was to
interpose his gun between himself and the
ferocious animal. Once the lioness sprang
40 close to him that she gave him a glanc-
ing blow with her powerful, fang armed paw,
cutting his shoulder severely—all this tak-
ing place in Jess time than we have taken
to record it. At last Mr. (Gibson succeeded
n_getting the muzzle of his gun in the
animal’s mouth—his gun being empty—and
thus protected himeelf until Mr. Bowen
arrived and shot the anlmal. The wound
was not fatal, but p-ralyzed the lioness until
Mr. Gibson loaded his piece. Now the
male made his appearance, rushing on fero-
ciously to the assistance of his disabled mate.
tie was next shot, but only wounded—the
shot having the effect of making him, if
possible, etill more desperately ferocious.
He had nearly reached Mr. Bowen, when
another shot from Mr. B’s gun knocked
him down; but he regained his feet and
continued to advance. In the meantime
Mr. Gibson was driviog back the dam
towards 1he den, she beginning to show un-
mistakable signs of exhaustion from loss of
blood. Finally, the dam dropped at the
mouth of the den, and then Mr. Gib-
aon turned to the assistance ot Mr. Bowen,
but the male had given up the combat and
eacaped. They then loaded their pieces
and went to the mouth of the den, and were
there confronted by two young lions, as large
as ordinary-sized dogs, which alternate-
ly licked the wounds of their dead
mother and wshowed fight to her elay-
ers, But short work was made of
bem ; though one’s head was so badly
shattered with bullets that it will be beyond
the taxidermist’s art to stuff and preserve
its ekin entire. Mr. Gibson’s wound was
then dressed, when the three lions
were packed with the rest of the game,
and the hunters returned to the settlements.
Mr. Gibson feels that he was miraculously
»aved from a horrible death, and says he
has had the last experience he wants in
wountain lion hunting. The dam and one
of the young ones are now with Mr. Dan-
ielron, the taxidermiet, at Hill City, and
will soon be prepared by him 80 as to be
exhibited, side by side, as natural ss life.
It will be rome days before Mr Gibsron’s
wound will be healed. He eays he almost
regrets having killed the young one, when
he recalls the picture of desperation and
grief, born of natural affection, they exhib-
ited over the dead body of their mother.
